Multiple projects have been com-

DDA tweeted on Saturday. While
two mega projects — the India
International Convention and
Expo Centre (IICC) and the
Dwarka expressway — sanctioned
by the Centre are under constriic-
tion, the land-owning agency has
planned multiple projects, espe-
cially state-of-the-art sports facili-
ties, as part of its plan for “trans-
forming Dwarka”.
According to senior DDA offi-
cials, seven sports facilities are

SALIMGARH FORT, Mehrauli

After holding a high-level
meeting on the Summit earlier
this week, L-G Vinai Kumar
Saxena Saturday visited several
stretches and areas to take stock
of work on the ground. Starting
from Kashmere Gate ISBT, officials
said hewenton tovisitHanuman
Mandir, Salimgarh Fort, Red Fort,
Outer Ring Road -along the
Yamuna and the Samadhi stretch.

The L-Gissued instructions for
decongestion and cleaning of ar-
easaround the temple and under
the Hanuman Setu flyover. The
Archaeology Survey of India (ASI)
has alse been directed to clean
and repair the walls of Salimgarh
Fort and the bridge which con-
nects it to Lal Qila. The Railways

was similarly asked to repair the
overbridge next to Salimgarh Fort,
said officials. "Plans to developa
food streetinthe space surround-
ing Salimgarh Fort were dis-
cussed and a decision to do so at
the earliest was taken," said offi-
cials from the L-G office.

Saxena was accompanied by
Delhi Chief Secretary Naresh
Kumar, senior officials from de-
partments concerned like NDMC,
PWD, DDA, MCD who are work-
ing on repair and beautification

of roads, footpaths and other re-

lated work. Saxenaalsodirected
land/road owning agencies con-
cerned to ensure that green
spaces on the Outer Ring Road
along the Yamunaare spruced up
and made free of encroachments,

Thereafter, at the ITPO com-
plex on Mathura Road and
Bhairon Marg, where the Summit
meeting is expected to be held,
the L-G reviewed steps being
taken by the traffic policeand the
PWD toensure seamless exitand
entry to the complex from India
Gateand Bhagwan Dasroad, said

officials.

During his visit, the open
drain adjacent to Purana Qila to-
wards Bhairon Marg was directed
to be cleaned and lighting
arrangerments and repairs of the
Fort by ASI were reviewed.

The day started with vis-
iting areas from ISBT, Hanu-
man Mandir, Salimgarh Fort,
Red Fort, outer ring road along
Yamuna and the Samadhi
stretch. Saxena inspected the
ongoing work on foot. He issued
specific instructions for decon-
gestion and cleaning of areas
around the Hanuman Mandir
and under the Hanuman Setu

flyover. ASI was instructed to
clean and repair the walls of
Salimgarh Fort and the bridge
connecting it to the Red Fort.
Railways was similarly asked
to repair and revamp the over-
bridge next to Salimgarh Fort.

He also directed concerned
land/road owning agencies to
ensure that the green spaces
along and around the outer ring

road along Yamuna are spruced
up and made encroachment
free, Thereafter, at site of ITPO
Complex, on Mathura Road
and Bhairon Marg, where the
Summil meeting is expected to
be held, the L-G reviewed the
steps being taken by the Traffic
Police and the PWD to ensure
seamless exit and entry to the
complex from towards India
Gate and Bhagwan Das road.

cleaned and revived. ASI along
with the Delhi Urban Heritage
Foundation, under DDA will
work in conjunction for imple-
menting this in a mission mode.
They will also ensure cleaning,
repair and facelift of the his-
toric Quli Khan Mazaar and
the Kamali-Jamali Mosque in
the Qutub Complex.
