NEW DELHI: Union commerce
minister Piyush Goyal on Friday
released the Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP)'s 12-point “Sankalp
Patra” (manifesto) for the munici-
pal elections, which promised citi-
zen-centric services on mobile
phones via a new “My MCD" app,
clearance of all landfill sites by
2024, abolishment of factory
licences, and housing for slum
residents. The manifesto also
promised “timely delivery of poll
promises”,

The BJP, which is eyeing a
fourth term in the corporation,
slammed the Aam Aadmi Party
(AAP)-led Delhi government for
allegedly stalling municipal work,

festo with the help of the central
government.

While releasing the manifesto,
Goyal said, “Ttis the Kejriwal gov-
ernment’s constitutional responsi-
bility to provide assistance and
support to the municipal corpora-
tion. But they failed to do so. The

Delhi government was supposed
to give ¥42,000 crore as per the
finance commission, but they
tried to hinder the work of the
erstwhile civic bodies by not
releasing the fund.”

A spokesperson of AAP
declined to comment.

The upcoming municipal elec-
tions, scheduled on December 4,
are crucial for the BJP to remain
relevant in the city’s governance
system. In 2017, the party won in
all three erstwhile municipal cor-
porations with 18] seats despite
strong anti-incumbency.

This time, the BJP also prom-
ised that it will make all municipal
services, including grievance
redressal, available on a mobile
app "My MCD" within 100 days to
ensure transparency in the corpo-
ration’s functioning.

The BJP, which is under attack
from the AAP in the run-up to the
polls over the alleged mismanage-
ment of sanitation services, has
promised that the party will work
towards making Delhi “greenand
sustainable”. Delhi BJP chief
Adesh Gupta said, “We are com-

NEW DELHI: As campaigning
for Delhi’s municipal elections,
scheduled to be held on Decem-
ber 4, entered its last leg, the
Bharatiya Janata Party’s (BJP)
top leaders, including Union
ministers, chief ministers of
BJP-ruled states and MPs, hit
the streets on Sunday to partic-
ipate in a massive door-to-door
campaign and meetings to gar-
ner public support.

From promising to provide
flats to slum residents and bet-
ter municipal services to
“exposing” the Aam Aadmi
Party’s (AAP) shortcomings,
the BJP leaders’ interactions
with the people covered a
range of topics.

While BJP president JP
Nadda held a door-to-door
campaign in a slum cluster in
Keshavpuram in Wazirpur,
Union ministers Kiren Rijiju,
Piyush Goyal and Hardeep
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Singh Puri sought public sup-
port and their votes in
Munirka, Amar Colony and RK
Puram.

Addressing a public meeting,
Goyal said: “The fact that the
excise policy was withdrawn is
the biggest proof of corruption
by the AAP government. The
type of corruption cases Delhi
has witnessed in the past few
years just shows that the AAP
has only three friends: liquor,
scam and corruption.”

AAP officials did not respond
to requests for comment on the
BJP's allegations.

The BJP, on Sunday,
launched a ‘Dilli Ka Ladka’ car-
toon campaign to inform Delhi
residents about the work done
by the BJP and “expose” the
faults of the AAP-led Delhi gov-
ernment, said Ashish Sood,
Delhi BIP election in-charge.

BJP leaders said that the
party, which has ruled the civic
body for 15 years, has worked
for the betterment of people

despite an acute fund shortage.
The BJP, Puri said, is com-
mitted to provide housing for
people living in informal settle-
ments in the backdrop of the
Centre providing flats to at
least 3,000 slum residents in
Kalkaji Extension earlier this
month under the PM-UDAY.
To be sure, the PM-UDAY
scheme is a central government
scheme implemented by the
Delhi Development Authority
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and the civic agency doesn't
have a role in its implementa-
tion.

Speaking at a public meeting
in RK Puram, Puri said, “Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
recently handed over the keys
of flats to people living in
informal settlements. More
flats are ready in Jailorwala
Bagh and Kathputli Colony. In
our manifesto we have prom-
ised that 700,000 flats will be

given under PM-UDAY and
in-situ rehabilitation.”

The BJP, which is seeking a
fourth term in the corporation,
is projecting the move by the
Centre to provide flats to slum
residents as its major achieve-
ment and to tell people it
believes in delivering on its
promises unlike the Arvind
Kejriwal-led Delhi government.

BJP national secretary Sunil
Deodhar reiterated that the PM
has delivered on his promise to
slum residents.

“The BJP has promised to
continue this scheme in its
manifesto. By 2027, all slum
residents will get a flat,” he
said.

BJP president Adesh Gupta,
who campaigned for several
candidates on Sunday, pre-
dicted that the party will win
more than 180 seats in the
upcoming municipal elections.

A spokesperson of AAP
declined to comment despite
requests.

The Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) on Friday launched
its manifesto for the Muni-
cipal Corporation of Delhi
(MCD) elections, vowing to
set up four more waste-to-
energy plants in the next
two years to treat the city’s
garbage.

In its 12-point “Sankalp
Patra”, the BJP has also
promised to clear the city’s
three landfills by the end of
next year and create organ-
ic gardens at the sites.

The manifesto was re-
leased by various MPs and
leaders of the party, in-
cluding Union Commerce
Minister Piyush Goyal, BJP
national  vice-president
and Delhi unit in-charge
Baijayant ‘Jay’ Panda, BJP
Delhi unit chief Adesh
Gupta and Leader of Oppo-
sition in the Delhi Assemb-
ly Ramvir Singh Bidhuri,
among others.

Mr. Goyal said the Aam
Aadmi Party-led Delhi go-
vernment had failed in its
constitutional duty of as-
sisting the MCD. “As per

Pitching its “double en-
gine government” formula,
the BJP has also promised

slum dwellers earlier this
month. For Delhi’s Purvan-
chali population, Mr. Gup-
ta said the BJP will prepare
1,000 permanent Chhath
Puja ghats if it comes to
power in the MCD.

Digitisation of services

The manifesto also in-
cludes the BJP’s earlier
promise of launching the

‘MyMCD’ mobile app with-
in 100 days to digitise ser-

vices of the civic body. A |
dedicated helpline will also |

be set up to register cor-
ruption complaints online,
it added.

Mr. Gupta also said 50
women-run kitchens,
called ‘Annapurna Rasofi’,
will be set up, where peo-
ple may buy a meal for 35.

Appealing to women vo-
ters, the BJP’s poll promis-
es include bicycles to all
class V girl students of
MCD schools and monthly
scholarship to academical-
ly-gifted girl students after
class V. Mr. Gupta also said
that all 1,616 MCD schools
will be turned into smart
schools by 2027.

Other promises that fea-
ture on the manifesto of
the BJP, which was at the
helm of the civic body for
15 years, include improve-
ment of parking facilities,
regularisation of the city’'s
weekly markets and online
monthly registration of
vendors, scrapping factory
licences, as well as promot-
ing e-governance in the
MCD.

NEW DELHI: The BJP’s MCD
poll manifesto, promising flats
to slum dwellers, cheap meals
for Rs 5 through 50 Anna-
purna Rasois, free bicycles to
girl students, 1,000 permanent
Chhath ghats, new cow shel-
ters and development of “hap-
piness” areas, was released by
party leaders here on Friday.

The “Sankalp Patra” of the
saffron party also pledged to
make Delhi a clean, green and
sustainable city through ini-
tiatives such as 100 per cent
garbage disposal through waste-
to-energy conversion, clearing
the trash from three landfill sites
by 2023, door-to-door garbage
collection and setting up 1,000
electric vehicle charging stations
in the next five years.

Releasing the mani-
festo, Union minister Piyush
Goyal alleged that the Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) govern-
ment’s achievements in Delhi
are nothing except corrup-
tion and publicity. He said the
Arvind Kejriwal-led party has
been exposed and the “people
betrayed by it will no longer
be misled”

“Delhiites will support the
BJP in the MCD polls,” Goyal
asserted. Goyal also alleged
that the Kejriwal government
deprived the three erstwhile
municipal corporations in the
capital of their due funds and
failed to work with the Centre
in a collaborative manner to
help the civic body discharge
its functions.

Highlighting the major
points of the manifesto, Delhi
BJP chief Adesh Gupta said
within 100 days of coming to
power in the MCD, the saffron
party will bring all the services
of the civic body online, do away
with the requirement of fac-
tory licences and issue trade and
health licences online.

The unified MCD is in a bet-

handed over to slum dwellers.

“We will provide housing
to seven lakh poor in Delhi
in five years with the Centre’s
assistance. Also, two lakh slum
dwellers will be given flats,” he
said, adding that 17,000 flats
under the “Jahan Juggi Wahin
Makan” scheme are ready.

The BJP manifesto also
promised regularising more
than 3,000 DBCs who are
working to prevent the spread
of vector-borne diseases by con-
trolling the mosquito popula-
tion. The manifesto covered all
sections of the society, promis-
ing among other things 4,000
autorickshaw stands, provid-
ing the benefits of the Ayush-.
man Yojana to MCD employees,
Jan Aushadhi Kendras linked to
MCD dispensaries and health
centres and free parking facili-
tics for journalists.

The manifesto also prom-
ised various reliefs to Delhi-
ites, including no fee for map
approvals for 100-metre plots,
a single-window mechanism
for map approval for plots mea-
suring 100 to 500 metres and
an exemption of up to 15 per
cent in the coramerdal prop-
erty tax for entreprereurs and
businessmen.
