New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority will soon
chalk out a detailed transpor-
tation plan to connect Narela
with the rest of Delhi and re-
develop it as a sub-city along
the lines of Rohini, Dwarka
and Sarita Vihar.

Sources said the agency
has been in touch with Delhi
Metro Rail Corporation to
speed up the construction of
Rithala-Narela line, which is
part of phase IV, while Delhi
Transport Corporation has
been approached to improve
thefrequency of busservice.

Lieutenant governor VK
Saxenahad recently asked DDA
to make concerted efforts to re-
develop the sub-city, which is
languishing as a ghost town '
withlarge swathes of openland
and thousands of vacant flats
lying in adilapidated condition,

Sources said Narela’s poor
connectivity with the rest of
the city was identified as the
biggest reasons for lack of de-
velopment in a meeting chai-
red by the LG and attended by |
allstakeholders.

Junking its initial plan of
running metrolite, a light rail
transit system, DMRC has
now proposed to run conven-
tional metro with three coa-
ches between Rithala and Na-
rela corridor as part of its
phase-IV project.

“Entire Delhi is now over-
crowded and Narela can be a
good option where people may
buy or build houses and live.

New Delhi: Lieutenant gover-
nor VK S8axena on Thursday
sought people’s cooperation in
making the G20 suminit and
related events being organi-
sed in the capital asuccess.
