HITTING OUT at the BJP-led cen-
tral government’s ‘jahan jhuggi,
wahan makaan' scheme, senior
AAPleader and MLA Atishi Friday
claimed that the party is shifting
slum dwellers to Narela despite
promising thema flatat the newty
built EWS apartment in Kalkaji.
Prime Minister Narendra
Madihadi ted 3,024 EWS
flats built by the DDA for slum
dwellers under the scheme in
November. Ahead of MCD polls,
the BJP also took slum dwellers to
the newly built flats and promised
them similar flats under the in-
situ rehabilitation programme.
Atishi alleged that on
Thursday evening, the DDA is-
sued a notice and posted it at
Navjeevan Camp and JLN Camp,
saying that people living there
will be moved to Narela. “During
the MCD polls, BJP sought votes
from people living in [| campsand
slum clusters based on ‘jahan

Jhuggi wahan makaan’. As soon

as the MCD elections got over,
DDA putupanotice that this stum
cluster is being sent to Narela.”
Targeting the PM, Atishi said,
“Just one day before the Model
Codle of Conduct for the MCD-elec-
tions were to come into place,
PM Modi held an event in which
he met some residents of the

of their new houses... PM Modi
has now refused to give flats near

Slum-dwellers being forced to
move to Narela, claims AAP

New Delhi: Aam Aadmi Party accu-
sed BJPon Fridayof backtrackingon
its municipal poll promise of in situ
rehabilitation of slum-dwellers after
posters surfaced offering the resi-
dents of Govindpuri's Navjeevanand
Jawaharlal Nehru camps the option
of relocating to Narela.

AAPMLA Atishi said the slum re-
sidents were now being asked to shift
50km from their present homes. “In
the MCD election campaigning, BJP
sought votes from people in JJ camps
and shum clusters on the basis of “Ja-
han Jhuggi Wahan Makaan' and even
showed them some flats. Butas soonas
the elections were over, a DDA notice
said the residents were being sent to
Narela,” shesaid.

The poster said that DDA was wor-
king on an alternative for people li-
ving in these two camps. “The option
of immediately rehabilitating the
jhuggi residents of thesecamps inthe
flats at Narela is being considered, so
that they do not have towait for four-fi-
veyearsfor in-situdevelopment inthe
area,” the poster read. “Jhuggi resi-
dents are requested to visit the camp
office to get more information about
thealternative scheme.”

A DDA official said thiswasanop-
tional offer for those who wanted flats
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Posters offering residents of
Govindpuri's Navjeevan and Jawaharlal
Nehru camps the option of relocating
to Narela have surfaced

immediately and nobody was being
forced to move to Narela. “The const-
ruction of more flats here will take ti-
me, while there are flats ready in Na-
rela,” heexplained.

When TOI visited Navjeevan
camp, residents reported seeing the
posters and expressing reluctance to
relocate to Narela as this would affect
their livelihood, Muzeem, who earns
a living as a domestic worker, said,
“Either DDA gives us a flat like they
did to people of Bhoomiheen Campor
they can let us live here itself. [ earn
around Rs 10,000 werking in nearby

housing societies. People know me
here and if I need money during
emergencies, they will help me. We
will not goso far away”™

Madan Raj also said no one would
be willing to shift to such a distant
place. “Many people work as drivers,
helpers or staff in hospitals, guestho-
uses and societles in Sarita Vihar,
Kalkaji, Govindpuriand nearby loca-
lities. If weare sent to Narela, we will
lose our employment,” he said.

Navjeevan and Jawaharlal Nehru
camps are close to Bhoomiheen
Camp whererehabilitation work isat
an advanced stage. DDA will start
shifting the slum-dwellers from Bho-
omiheen Camp to the flats at Kalkaji
in a week. On November 2, PM Na-
rendra Modi had handed over the
keys to eligible beneficiaries after in-
augurating 3,024 newly built flats un-
der the in situ slum rehabilitation
project. Citing this, BJP had solicited
the votes of slum-dwellers in the
MCD elections.

Atishi said that the Delhi govern-
ment wouldn't allow BJP to bulldoze
the JJ clusters until everyone got a
house. Delhi BJP spokesperson Ha-
rish Khurana countered that Atishi
was lying. “The slum-dwellers of
Bhoomiheen Camp have the first
right to the flats built in Kalkaji,”
Khurana argued.

ONFRIDAY morming, several stu-
dents, clad in layers of sweaters
and monkey caps, sat huddied on
wooden benches in their “class-
room” — which is nothing more
than a tin roof supported by
wooden sticks offering little pro-
tection from the winter chill.
These children, among 500 en-
rolled in classes 1 to X1, study at
Qaurmi Senior Secondary School
in Old Delhi's Sadar Bazar, which
has been struggling for decades
to secure land to erect a perma-
nent building.

Oniginally built in 1948 in
Sarai Khalil area for those who
remained in India after the
Partition, the Urdu-medium
school was demolished in 1976
duningthe Emergency. The Shahi
Eidgah then provided space to
the management on its premises
to hold classes from a semi-per-
manent structure. In 2018, the
school got relief from the Delhi
High Court, which ordered the
Delhi Development Authority
(DDA} to allot 4,000 square me-
tres of land nearby to construct a
permanent structure. The Delhu
governmentwasalsodirected to
start work in six months,

Cut to 2022 and nothing has
changed. When The Indian
Express visited the school on
Friday, it found four tin porta
cabin “dassrooms”™ with rickety

wooden desks that can accom-

maodate about 100-150 students,
For the rest, the management has
setup four “open-air” classrooms
made of tin sheets,

Several students The Indian
Express spoke to complained of
difficulties they face whilein class.
Afsal Ansari, a Class VI student
who studies in the morming shift,
said: "It is very cold today... It was
worse at 7 am when our classes
began.. Itisvery hard to read and
writebecause of this.” The school
operates in two shifts — in the
morning for classes V1o XII and
afternoon for classes [ to V.

Another student, Afsar
Hussain, said, “It is equally bad
during summerasthereisnofan

orlight._eventhe dnnking water
is dirty... 1 don't know when we
will get a permanent classroom,
like the ones they show the CM
visiingen TV

Others pointed to poor facili-
ties. Class IV student Raziya
Khatoon, who was wearing six
layers of clothes to beat the cold,
said, “My sister and | come here
in the morning to attend the
madrasa and tuition... We study
in the second shift. The main
problem for us is using the toilet.
Itis acommon toilet far from our
classroorn and it’s scary to go
alone... Teachers too only allowus
to go in groups... Our mothertold
us not touse the toilet in school...

We can control it but it is very
hard to do so for 7-8 hoursata
stretch.”

Several students also com-
plained of the poor quality of
mid-day meals. "Nothingis good
here..The desks are broken..The
purithey give usis very hard and
rice is stale...” said Abdul Salim,
whois in Class V1.

Another student from ClassV
said she will change schools af-
ter she finishes the primary sec-
tion: “There are no fixed classes,
we study science for two days,
math and other subjects on other
days as there are very few teach-
ers,... Sometimes, classes [V and V
sit together.”

Around 500 students enrolled in classes 1 to 12 study at
Qaumi Senior Secondary School in Sadar Bazar. Amit Mehra

Irshad Ali, whoteaches all sub-
Jjects for primary classes and is an
alumnus, sald nothing has
changed in the last 22 years from
when he was a student to now,
when he is a teacher. *The school
Jjust gotan upgrade from tent roofs
to tin shade roofs.. We are trying
our best to teach the children but
it is in the hands of the govern-
ment and school management.”

School principal Mohabbat Ali
said: “The 2018 court orderwasa
major relief to all of us, but we
could not claim the land from the
DDA aswe did not receive a letter
of allotment. Ofthe 4,000 square
metres of land allotted, the MCD
is constructing a parking lot on

1,600 sqm... A contempt case
against the DDA was filed last
month and the nexthearingison
February 28."

Firoz Bakht Ahrned, who filed
the PIL for restoring Qaumi
School, said, “Education Minister
Manish Sisodia promised a per-
manent school building with
state-of-the-art facilities but
nothing has been done so far... |
have now filed a contempt case
against the DDA for not allotting
theland.”

The DDA as well as the Delhi
government did not respond to
calls and messages seeking com-
ment. The institution is a co-ed
Delhi government-aided school.

a.m., the decision to ease
licensing norms — initiated
by L-G Vinai Kumar Saxena
— comes as an initial push
towards understanding the
larger goal of having a vi-

brant nightlife in the
Capital.
Simply put, a vibrant

nightlife is more than just
‘partying longer into the
night’ —it’s a push for mak-
ing Delhi a 24x7 city by
promoting a night-time
economy that involves an
array of activities and be-
nefits in various sectors, in-
cluding increasing jobs and
improving the overall safe-
ty of the city.

Last week, a similar
push was initiated for res-
taurants and cafeterias
based in the Qutab Golf
Course, among other esta-
blishments under the Delhi
Development  Authority
(DDA), which saw an exten-
sion in their operational
timings till 1 a.m.

Explaining the decision,
a senior DDA official said
over the next three
months, the urban body
will observe the footfall at
these establishments to see
the overall response from
people. However, he ad-

ded, pushing for an active
nightlife is only one among
the various components
that can help result in the
city having a thriving night-
time economy.

Night-time economy
“A night-time economy will
require an active nightlife,
which is largely missing in
the city. What we [DDA]
are attempting at is within
our establishments, but
the larger plan includes
concerned agencies identi-
fying pockets in the city
where an active nightlife
can be promoted, and the
draft Master Plan for Delhi
(MPD)-2041 has provisions
which lay emphasis on
this,” said the senior DDA
official.

According to the draft

MPD-2041, identifying cir-
cuits where offices can
continue working at night,
along with cultural activi-
ties and events at night to
attract locals and tourists
are among the key compo-
nents towards fostering a
night-time economy.

The draft notes that ex-
tending the utilisation of
work spaces by promoting
a vibrant nightlife will add
towards public safety and
help improve economic
productivity.

“It is basically the con-
cept of a 24-hour city,
where you have a parallel
life at night. Going by this
concept, utilising work
spaces at night will require
appropriate calibrations in
the labour laws and va-
rious other changes,” said

the senior DDA official.

The draft MPD 2041
notes that areas which
have a concentration of
heritage assets and busi-
ness districts that currently
have a “vibrant nightlife”
will be the priority nodes
of ‘Nightlife Circuits’,
which are to be identified
by local bodies and other
concerned agencies.

“The draft also notes
that the agencies will have
to permit extended timings
for restaurants, entertain-
ment and other facilities at
the circuits to function at
night., In the long run,
most establishments will
have to operate beyond 1
a.n, in order to actually
have a nightlife. This also
requires changing the real-
ity of Delhi being unsafe at

night. So, there are multi-
ple challenges,” said the se-
nior DDA official.

The plans to promote
the circuits include allow-
ing the concerned agencies
to collaborate with cultural
groups, artist collectives
and market associations,
among others. .

While the draft
MPD-2041 is yet be noti-
fied, the tentative timeline
— provided by the Centre
to the Supreme Court —
notes that a letter regard-
ing final approval and noti-
fication of MPD-2041 will
be sent to the Ministry of
Housing and Urban Affairs
(MoHUA), by January 15,
2023.

Infrastructural targets
Serving as a vision docu-
ment for the city’s growth
over the next two decades,
the MPD-2041 has set a
number of infrastructural
targets such as minimising
vehicular pollution, pro-
viding affordable housing,
and making Delhi a 24x7 ci-
ty by promoting a night-
time economy.

“The positive part is that
the Lieutenant Governor is
overseeing the push for a
better nightlife and this
may result in more pro-
gress in connection to this.
Nightlife should not be |
confused with night-time
economy; however, the
former is a crucial compo-
nent towards developing a
night-time economy,” said
the senior DDA official.
