New Delhi: Centre for Holistic 
Development, an NGO working 
for the welfare of the homeless,

king his intervention to stop 
the demolition ordered by Del-
hi Development Authority of 
two night shelters. 

The NGO's executive di-
rector, Sunil Kumar Aledia, 
said the DDA had sought poli-
ce support to carry out an an 

ti-encroachment drive betwe 
en a railway line and NH24 on 
the eastern bank of the Yamu-
na. The area also has two ho-
meless shelters which were 
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set up after following due pro-
cedure but were on the verge 
of demolition, he added. 

A DDA spokesperson said 
that as per orders of the Natio-
nal Green Tribunal, the river 
bank should be free from en-

croachment. 
Aledia said there is one 

shelter for homeless families 
near Akshardham temple, and 
another for men, which was set 
up after Delhi High Court took 
cognisance of deaths due to ex-

treme cold a few years ago. 
"The DDA is clearng up encro 
achment to make way for wide-
ning of road. The homeless 
should either be shifted under 

the nearby flyover or at anot 
her suitablelocation before the 
DDA starts removing thestruc 
ture," Aledia said in the letter 

"Relocation will help save 
the homeless from the wrath 
of the biting cold," he added. 
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
