Rate Of Legacy Waste Disposal
Soared 4 Times In 6 Months: LG

Saxena Visits
Landfills, Takes
Stock Of Work

New Delhi: Therate of legacy was-
te disposal increased by almaost fo-
ur times between June and Decem-
ber last year, lieutenant governor
VK Saxenasaid on Thursday.

During his visit to the city's three

landfill sites, Saxenasaid thatthera-
tehad gone up tonearly 6lakh metric
tonnes per month in December from
just 1.4 lakh metric tonnes in June.
Theheight of thegarbagemoundsat
each of the three sites at Ghazipur,
Okhla and Bhalswa has also been re-
duced by 156 metres in just seven
months, the LG added.

A statement from the LG's office
claimed that the ongoing waste re-
mediation and disposal works were
initiated after Saxena's first visit to

agencies had now been put in place to ensure a disposal rate of 10 lakh MT per month

theGhazipur garbage mound in May
2022, right after taking over the post.

The LG stated that sufficient in-
frastructure and arrangements
with central government agencies
hadnow been putin placetoensurea
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disposal rate of about 10 lakh MT per
month, and instructed Municipal
Corporation of Delhi to achieve this
target during the next three months.

Saxena said that 45 lakh MT of
legacy inert and C&D waste had be-
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en committed to be consumed by
National Highways Authority of
India and Delhi Development Aut-
hority at their construction sites.
Similarly, the waste-to-energy po-
wer plants, which were opened and
upgraded during the last six
months, were consuming6,000 MTs
of refuse-derived fuel waste every
day. The cement industry is picking
up about 15,000 to 20,000 MT of RDF
waste every month for useas fuel.
In another development, paper
millssituated in Western UP districts
like Shamli and Muzaffarnagar have
also started lifting nearly 100 MT of
RDF waste per day from Delhi.
According to officials, at pre-
gsent, 50 trommelling machines
with enhanced capacity are segre-
gating waste at the threelandfill si-
tes, up from 25 in June 2022. For the
purpose of real-time monitoring of
bioremediation of waste and its
disposal, control and command
centres havebeensetupattheland-
fill sites and transportation trucks
have been fitted with GPS devices.

Height of 3 landfills reduced by
15 metres each i in7 mths: L-G

NEW DELHI: Delhi Lt Gov-
ernor V K Saxena on Thursday
asked MCD officials to issue a
seven-day termination notice to
the contractor responsible for
flattening the garbage moulds
at the Ghazipur landfill site and
warned that a heavy penalty
could also be imposed if the
pace of work does not improve.

During a visit to the three
landfill sites at Ghazipur, Okhla
and Bhalswa, Saxena took stock
of the progress made in waste
disposal since his first visit to
the Ghazipur site on May 29, the
Raj Niwas said in a statement.

The National Green Tribu-
nal has constituted a high-level
monitoring committee with the
L-G as its head.

“The L-G expressed satis-
faction over the pace of work
at Okhla and Bhalswa landfill
sites, which are set to achieve
the capacity of disposing of
15,000 MT of waste per day
(4.5 lakh MT per month),’ the
statement said.

“However, he expressed dis-

pleasure over the slow pace of
work at the Ghazipur landfill
site and directed MCD officials
to issue a seven-day termina-
tion notice to the contractor
to expedite the work failing
which heavy penalty would be
imposed and criminal proceed-
ings against the contractor will
be initiated for wasting govern-
‘ment funds and time,” it added.

Addressing officials, the L-G
said sufficient infrastructure has
been created with assistance
from central government agen-
cies and industry to ensure a
disposal rate of about 10 lakh
MT per month and asked the

MCD to achieve this target in
the next three months.

The Raj Niwas said the
garbage being disposed from
the three landfill sites at an
average rate of 1.41 lakh
MT per month from 2019 till
June 2022, went up to about 6
lakh MT per month by Decem-
ber 2022, thereby, increasing the
legacy waste disposal by over
400  per cent.

“During the seven months
between July 2022 and Febru-
ary 2023, about 30 lakh MT of
solid waste have been disposed
from the landfill sites, which has
resulted in reducing the height
of garbage mounds at each of
the 3 sites by at least 15 metres
in just 7 months,” it said.

The L-G said 45 lakh MT of
legacy Inert and C&D waste had
been committed to being con-
sumed by the National High-
ways Authority of India and
Delhi Development Authority
at their construction sites. He
said public participation had
ensured the lifting of about 1
lakh MT Inert and C&D waste
during the last 6 months.
