Around 2,000 applications are awaiting clearance under
PM-UDAY as currently ‘Will’ is a mandatory document.

NEW DELHI: Days after the Centre
excluded ‘Will’ as a mandatory
document to get ownership of
property in unauthorised colonies
under the PM-UDAY scheme, resi-
dents of these colonies that fall
under the ‘O zone' according to the
Master Plan of Delhi-2021 have
urged the government to expedite
the mechanism to process their
applications.

The O Zone refers to the land
planning zone which encom-
passes the Yamuna floodplains,
where the National Green Tribu-
nal has decreed a status quo

Union ministry of housing and
urban affairs (MoHUA) recently
simplified the documentation
process under PM-UDAY pro-
gramme. The ministry has
approved the proposal to exclude
“Will” as a mandatory document
and allow submission of Regis-
tered Gift Deed in place of General
Power of Attorney for availing
benefits under the scheme,
according to a senior DDA official

While residents more than
1,700 of other notified unautho-
rised colonies can now get their
applications processed easily,
there are close to 76, including
Jaitpur, Badarpur, Okhla, Karawal
Nagar, etc, where residents are
unable to apply for ownership of
their properties.

The Pradhan Mantri Unautho-
rised Colonies in Delhi Awas
Adhikar Yojana (PM-UDAY)
scheme was announced in 2019
after the National Capital Territory
of Delhi (Recognition of Property

Rights of Residents in Unautho- |
rised Colonies) Act, 2019 came into
effect. But in 2020, the Delhi Devel-
opment Authority stopped the
survey these 76-0dd unau-
thorised colonies as these were
falling in the ‘O zone’.

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Senior citizen falls into open manhole,
bears testimony to Dwarka S civic mess

New Delhi: Jagmohan Verma
regrets the day he went out for
an evening walk near his soci-
ety and fell into an open man-
hole on the poorly-lit footpath.

“Itwasaround 8pmwhen I
went out for a walk. The foot-
path was poorly lit because
the streetlights were dimmed

by trees. I didn't see the open-

manhole and fell inside. I so-
mehow got hold of an iron
grille at the mouth of the
manhole, otherwise I could
have fallen inside completely.
I then waited for a mode of
transport to get home,” said
Verma, who lives with his fa-
mily in Dwarka’s Astha
Apartments in Sector 6.

The senior citizen is now
getting treatment for a major
ligament rupture at a private
hospital. Doctors have told
him thatsurgery would bedo-
neasasharpobject inside the

manhole had pierced the foot.
“The authorities are directly
responsible for my pain and
suffering. Is it noteven safe to
go out for an evening walk?”
asked Verma.

In excruciating pain, the
senior citizen waited for at le-
ast 30 minutes for a cab, or any
sort of transport. Later, a
dahi-bhalla seller passing by
saw his ordeal and flagged
down an autorickshaw, which
brought him home. Sometime
around l1pm, -when the pain
became unbearable, Verma
and his nephew went to a go-
vernment hospital and then to
the private facility. “They did
an X-ray and primary treat-
ment and we returned home
around 2am,” said Verma.

According to residents,
this is not the first such inci-
dent in the area. Another re-
sident had fallen into a man-
hole near Welcome Apart-
ments in Dwarka Sector 3.

“Ialso once fell inside a fi-
ve-feet-deep hole and suffe-
red minor injuries. This has
become a huge problem in
Dwarka. Many deep pits
and holesarenear the central
verge of -roads. Sometimes
animalslike cows and pigsal-
so get trapped in them,” said
Ramesh Mumukshu, asenior

citizen and a resident of
Dwarka Sector16.

After the incident, thelocal
RWA members got in touch
with the authorities and the
manhole was covered. “Delhi
Development Authority
(DDA) leaves open manholes
after cleaning them. There are
also many broken covers of
drains, which can be very
dangerous,” said Prabhu Day-
al, member of Sector 6 RWA.

“Dwarka is getting from
bad to worse in terms of civic
issues. The dream of a nice
and organised sub-city is be-
ing washed away due to poor
management by DDA and
Municipal Corporation of
Delhi. The roads and foot-
paths are managed by DDA.
Such incidents keep occur-
ring and the authorities have
turned a blind eye to the pro-
blems of people,” said Sudha
Sinha, president of Dwarka
CGHS Federation.

NEW DELHI: The central gov-
ernment has simplified the pro-
cess of documentation required
for availing the benefits under
the PM-UDAY scheme,
under which it has approved
a proposal to exclude a ‘will’
as a mandatory document, the
DDA said on Friday. Around
1,500-2,000 applications are
awaiting clearance under the
scheme as currently a ‘will’ isa

mandatory document to avail
benefits of , the urban body said
in a statement.

The central government had
launched the PM Unauthor-
ised Colonies in Delhi Awas
Adhikar Yojana to give own-
ership rights in unauthorised
colonies.

“To facilitate the residents
of the unauthorised colonies in
Delhi, the Ministry of Housing
and Urban Affairs (MoHUA)

has approved the proposal to
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exclude a ‘will’ as a mandatory
document, for benefits under
the PM-UDAY Scheme;” it said.

After these amendments
in the Regulations, 2019, these
applications now will be pro-
cessed in the absence of a ‘will.
This would speed up the pro-
cess of disposal of cases and
facilitate simplification of the
process, and would increase the
number of applications, it said.

In a move to simplify the

The Centre launched the
PM-UDAY scheme in Decem-
ber 2019 to give ownership
rights of properties in un-
authorised colonies.

The DDA said that in ma-
ny applications, the appli-
¢ants had provided a ‘Regis-
tered Gift Deed’ in the place
of GPA/ATS (General Power
of Afttorney/Agreement to

| SelD), as a document to avail
of benefits under the

scheme.

“Now, applications with a
‘Registered Gift Deed’ will
also be allowed for confer-
ment of property rights un-
der PM-UDAY,” the DDA’s
press note read.

It added that with the ex-
clusion of a ‘will” as a man-
datory document, the rate
of disposal of cases as well
as in the number of overall
applications would' - in-
crease, while the process
would become simpler.

In a press conference
held on March 8, Union Mi-
nister for Housing and Ur-
ban Affairs Hardeep Puri
said many applicants under
the scheme were not in pos-
session of valid ‘will’ docu-
ments.

He added that the pro-
posed amendment will help
resolve the grievance of
such applicants.

Hardeep Singh Puri had told
reporters that the proposed
amendment for not treating a
valid will as a mandatory docu-
ment will resolve the grievance
of applicants whose applica-
tions have been kept on hold
due to its absence.

On Friday, the DDA in its
statement also said the “central
government has also allowed
submission of ‘registered gift
deed’ in place of GPA/ATS
for availing benefits under the

PM-UDAY (Pradhan Mantri —
Unauthorised Colony in Delhi
Awas Adhikar Yojna) scheme”.

It was also observed
that many applications were
received wherein the appli-
cants had provided ‘registered
gift deed’ in place of GPA/ATS
(General Power of Attorney/
Agreement to Sell) as a docu-
ment for getting benefits under
this scheme. These could not
be processed as the regulations
did not allow ‘gift deed” as an

acceptable document. Now,
applications with a ‘registered
gift deed’ will also be allo_vyed
for conferment or recognition
of property rights under the
PM-UDAY Scheme, the DDA
said. In its statement, it also
shared data, saying as on July
15, 2022, the government has

‘received 1,05,076 applications

under the PM-UDAY Scheme,
and 41,143 applications been
disposed, and 26,438 of those
been rejected.
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
