NEW DELHI: Delhi Lt Gover-
nor V K Saxena on Saturday laid
the'foundation stone ofa world-
class international cricket-cum-
football stadium with 30,000
seating capacity in Dwarka.

The arena, spread over 51
acres in the sub-city’s Sector
19 B, will be constructed on
a public-private-partnership
basis, officials said.

The LG laid the foundation
stone of an integrated multi-
sports arena on the occasion
of ‘Sewa Diwas’ which is being
celebrated to mark 72nd birth-
day of Prime Minister Narendra
Modi. The total estimated cost of
the project is Rs 350 crore and
the completion time is of three
years, the DDA said in a state-
ment. West Delhi MP Parvesh
Sahib Singh and top DDA offi-
cials were present on the occa-
sion, it said.

The LG said once the facil-
ity is completed will provide
world-class sports infrastruc-
ture, with a stadium having a
seating capacity of 30,000.

In addition, there will be
indoor multi-sports facilities
with a seating capacity of 2,000,
sports club with minimum 3,000
membership, other facilities for
sports such as swimming, ten-
nis, badminton, squash, table
tennis, he said.

The facilities will also be
available to the local community
on a “pay and play basis” This
project, apart from changing the
face of Dwarka sub-city, will also
promote sporting events in the
capital, Saxena said.
