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DDA conducts draw

of lots for JJ dwellers
of Jailorwala Bagh

New Delhi: The Delhi Development Authority (DDA) has con-
ducted a draw of lots of 1,093 households for rehabilitation of
JJ dwellers residing in Ashok Vihar's Jailorwala Bagh.

The computerised draw was organised on Wednesday. A
totalof 1,675 EWS flats, measuring 400 sqft, willbe prepared
for possession by July 31in the area, said DDA officials.

“There are 1,645 JJ dwellers in Jailorwala Bagh, of
whom 1,093 were found eligible as per DUSIB guidelines
adopted by DDA for allocating flatsunder the in-situ reha-
bilitation project. The remaining JJ dwellers can pursue
thematter with theappellate authority,” said an official.

The total cost incurred by DDA for construction is Rs
421 8 crore. Eligible families will have to pay Rs 171,000, in-
cluding Rs 1,41,000 in beneficiary contribution and Rs
30,000 as maintenance chargesforfive years. Eachflathas
tworooms,a kitchen, abathroom,atoilet and a balcony.

“DDA will subsidiseeach flat by about Rs24lakhs, Theflats
havebeen constructed with thelatest Mivan technology, where
all components of the buildings are made of concrete andthe
useof bricks iseliminated, Each towerhasaliftandanopenre-
ereational space on the eighth floor: We have also made provi-
sion for community halls, shops, anganwadi, a classroom, cli-
nicand children’s daycare centre in tower C,” said the official

A basement measuring 11,024 sqgm has been constructed
for parking. Additionally, thereisa provision for surface par-
king,. “Ample green spaces of 9,257 sqm have been provided
ontheproject site. There isaprovisionof asewagetreatment
plant, based on moving bed biofilm reactor technology, for
watering the green spaces,” DDA said in a statement.

DJB will provide a triple water supply system and
non-potable water requirements will be met by treated
underground water and STP, said DDA. A boundary wall
will ensure theresidents’ safety, itadded.

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Feasibility ¢ study for bridges
onrly crossmgs in busy areas

NEW DELHI: The Delhi govern-
ment’s Public Works Depart-
ment (PWD) on Thursday said
that it will undertake a study to
check the feasibility of con-
struction of bridges and under-
passes at major railway cross-
ings in north-west and south-
east Delhi, officials aware of
the matter said.

These crossi ngs are located
along the busy Delhi-Ambala
line, Delhi-Bathinda line and
Delhi-Bharuch line, the offi-
cials added.

The study will be completed
in the next two months, a sen-
ior PWD official associated
with the project said.

To be sure, it may take years
before construction of any
underpass can begin, if atall.

The process will involve
PWD and Northern Railways to
get the idea approved from the
Unified Traffic and Transporta-
tion Infrastructure (Planning &
Engineering) Centre (UTTIPEC)
of the Delhi Development
Authority (DDA), get a clear-
ance from a host of public
agencies, seek sarction of
funds from railways, and also
satisfy all stakeholders before
any work starts on ground.

Northern Railways officials
did not respond to queries
despite repeated attempts.

A senior PWD official said
that these railway crossings are
located in densely populated
areas. “As the city has
expanded, we have seen devel-
opment of new colonies along

these railway lines. The
manned crossings pose safety
risks and also lead to regular
traffic snarls, The bridges and
underpasses are being planned
to decongest the areas,” the
official said, requesting ano-
nymity, .

The Delhi-Ambala line
passes through the Narela-
Bhorgarh region; the Delhi-Ba-
thinda line passes through thé
north-west areas of Ghevra-
Sawda and Mangolpuri; and
the third set of crossings along
the Delhi-Bharuch line are

located in the Badarpur-Jaitpur

belt in south-east Delhi.

A second PWD official said
that the scope of the feasibility
study will include the traffic
volume for light and heavy
vehicles over 24 hours and in
weekly cycles. "We will carry
out the cost-benefit analysis of
the schemes by taking into

account the economic costs

involved in the development of
underpasses, and the the envi-
ronmental and social costs in’
implementing the projects,” the
second official said.

“At some of these locations,
these bridges or underpasses
can help save travel titne, fuel
and curb vehicular emissions
as peaple are forced to take
detours along Rohtak Road,
Outer Ring Road and GT Kar-
nal road to avoid congestion
around railway crossings,” the
official added.

“The consultant will submit
the layout drawing of under-.
pass along with design propos-
als regarding main carriage-
way, footpath, service road,
non-motorised vehicle lane and
central verge as per UTTIPEC
street design gu;delines. he
said.

UTTIPEC provides the final
nod to all infrastructure-re- |
lated projects in Delhi.

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Devel-
opment Authority (DDA) on
Thursday conducted a draw of

In Noyember 2022, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi inau-
gurated 3,024 newly con-
structed EWS flats at Kalkaji
built by DDA to rehabilitate
slum dwellers. DDA has under-
taken the in-situ rehabilitation
of 376 JJ clusters in the city.

Officials said that 1,675 EWS
flats of 400 square feet area in
Jailorwala Bagh are likely to be
ready for possession by the end
of July ata cost of ¥421.81 erore.
Each of these flats comprises

two rooms, one kitchen, one
bathroom, one toilet, and a bal-
cony. “The objective of the
rehabilitation project is to pro-
vide the residents of JJ clusters
with a better and healthy living
environment. The flats have
been constructed using MIVAN
technology wherein all compo-
nents of the buildings are made
of concrete. Every tower is
equipped witha lift and an
open recreational space on the
eighth floor,” said a DDA
spokesperson.

Eligible families will have to
pay 31,71,000, which includes
%1,41,000 as beneficiary contri-
bution of the flat and 30,000
as maintenance charge for five
years. This is after a subsidy of
around ¥24 lakh on every flat.

These flats also have facilities

such as access to community
halls, four shops, Anganwadi
classrooms, clinics and chil-
dren's daycare centres.

NEW DELHIL The DDA has
conducted a draw of lots for
1,093 households for rehabili-
tation of dwellers of a JJ cluster
at Jailorwala Bagh area here,
as part of in situ rehabilitation
project, officials said on Thurs-
day. The draw was conducted
on Wednesday, a senior offi-
cial said.

“The Delhi Development
Authority conducted a draw
of lots for 1,093 households for
rehabilitation of J] dwellers of
Jailorwala Bagh, Ashok Vihar
as part of in situ rehabilitation
project,” the urban body said.

In line with the vision of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
to provide housing for all, in
situ, slum rehabilitation of 376
Jhuggi Jhopri clusters is being
undertaken by the DDA, it said.

The objective of the reha-
bilitation project is to providea
better and healthy living envi-
ronment to the residents of J]
clusters, with proper ameni-
ties and facilities, officials said.

At the Jailorwala Bagh site,
1,675 EWS flats of 400 sqgft
(424.1 sqft, including circulation
area) are likely to be ready for
possession by July 31. The total
cost of construction incurred by
DDA on the project is Rs 421.81

crore, it said in a statement.

The eligible families will
have to pay Rs 1.71 lakh (Rs
1,41,000 as a beneficiary con-
tribution of the flat + Rs 30,000
as a maintenance charge for five
years). The DDA shall be sub-
sidising each flat by an amount
of approximately Rs 24 lakh, the
urban body said.

Each flat comprises two
rooms, a kitchen, a bathroom,
2 toilet and a balcony with all

the civic amenities with a cov-
cred area of 400 sqit (424.1 sqft,
including circulation area).

The construction of the flats
has been done using the latest
MIVAN technology where all|
components of the buildings
are made of concrete, it said.

In each tower, there is an
open recreational space on the
eighth floor. There are commu-
nity facilities in Tower C like
community halls, four shops,
Anganwadi, a classroom, a doc-
tor’s clinic, children’s daycare
centre. There is a provision of
lifts in each tower, officials said.

A basement area mea-
suring 11,024 sqm has been
constructed for parking. In
addition, there is a provision
for surface parking, they said.

Ample green spaces mea-
suring 9257.70 sqm have been
provided within the project site.
There is a provision for STP
which is based on MBBR (mov-
ing bed biofilm reactor) technol-
ogy, the statement said.

There is a triple water supply
system; potable water shall be
provided by the Delhi Jal Board.
Non-potable water require-
ments shall be met by treated
underground water and treated
water from Sewage Treatment
Plant, it added. The site is fenced
with a boundary wall for the
safety and security of residents.
This is the second in situ reha-
bilitation project of the DDA.

In November 2022, the
prime minister inaugurated
3,024 newly-constructed EWS
flats at Kalkaji, Delhi built for
rehabilitating slum dwellers
under the in situ slum reha-
bilitation project, and handed
over keys, ceremonially to vari-
ous eligible beneficiaries of the
Bhoomiheen Camp project
