NEW DELHI: The Delhi forest and 
wildlife department has identified 
16 parameters based on which all 
existing and upcoming forest 
areas in the city will be upgraded 
in an environment-friendly man 
ner, officials aware of the project 
said on Sunday. 

The department has already 
begun revamping the 17 forests in 
the city, with changes that include 
the creation of amphitheatres and 
eco-huts, bio-toilets, solar-pow 
ered lighting, and water bodies. 
Officials said paths within the for 
est will be laid with murrum, a 
laterite-based soil. 

These forests are also being 
upgraded on the lines as the ones 
at Mitraon, Alipur, Garhi Mandu 
and Jaunapur-four forests iden 
tified by environment minister 
Gopal Rai in 2021 to be developed 
into "world class city forests", offi 
cials said. A senior forest and 
wildlife department official, 
declining to be named, said a ten 
der for the four model city forests 

is yet to be floated, but work on 

them will commence immedi 
ately after the funds are released. 

"For these four city forests, we 
will float an international tender 
and for this, funds will have to be 
earmarked. We are awaiting the 
allotment of funds. after whicha 
tender will be floated. Meanwhile. 

small upgradation works at the 
other existing city forests has 
already begun, with minor 
upgrades being made in each for 
est division." said the official. 

The official also sajd that the 16 
parameters for revamping the 
forests were identified after look 
ing at best practices abroad. 

Delhi's 17 forests are spread 
Over an area of 528.94 acre. A sec 
ond forest official said while these 

rec forests are envisaged a52the reational zones in the heart 
city, provisions of the Forest (Con 
servation) Act, 1980, the Wildlife 
(Protection) Act, 1972, Delhi Pres 
ervation of Trees Act, 1994, and 
the Indian Forest Act, 1927 will 
still apply here, meaning that no 
food materials can be bought or 
sold here, no electric lights can be 
installed (barring those being run 
by solar energy). and no music 

can be played. "All activities per 
mitted will be from sunrise until 

of sunset. We are in the process o 

deciding a carrying capacity for 
these city forests, meaning people 
beyond the carrying capacity will 
not be allowed inside. This will 

ensure the wildlife inside is not 

disturbed." the official said. 
Faiyaz Khudsar, scientist 

in-charge of Delhi Development 
Authority's Biodiversity Pro 
gramme, said city forests can 
offer ecological services by trap 
ping dust. reducing particulate 
matter pollution. and carry out 
carbon sequestration - trap and 
remove excess carbon dioxide 

from the atmosphere. However. 
in order to maximise their poten 
tial, it is important to plant native 

species suited to the area. he said. 
"Before we carry out afforesta 

tion, we must consider the ecolog 
ical history of the 
pla h existed in Dlant native trees tce and ony 

that particular terrain. When cTe 
ating or reviving water bodies. we 
must also look at the natural 
drainage pattern to see how water 
can be fed into the water body 
each time it rains," he said.

Rehabilitation under the Delhi 
Slum and JJ Rehabilitation 
and Relocation Policy, 2015, 
the respective Jhuggi Jhopri 
Basti would have to be noti 
fied by the nodal agency Delhi 
Urban Shelter Improvement 
Board. 

About a year ago, the Top 
Court had asked the Cen 
tral Government to desist 
from taking coercive steps 
to evict the jhuggi dwellers 
in question. 

During the hearing, the 
Bench heard Senior Advocate 
Vikas Singh and ASG KM 
Natraj. 
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Singh argued that even if 
the Jhuggi dwellers haven't 
been notiied, they have been 
occupying the land for long. 
Going through the relevant 
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paragraphs in the Delhi High 
High Court order in the Ajay 
Maken case which discussed 
the right of rehabilitation, 
Singh pointed to the Court's 
observation that Jhuggi dwell 
ers shouldn't be treated as sec 
ondary citizens. 

Relying on another Guja 
rat High Court order, Singh 
further stated that the right to 
shelter extends to pavement 
dwellers also. "The High Court 
said that you can't just ask them 
to leave one day 

"I's a very noble idea; 
remarked Justice Joseph. 

"That's why urban planning 
is important, said Singh. 

"As against the overrid 
ing public interest to take that 
land..you have to locate them 
somewhere else. 

Again, it has to be on pub 
lic land. There will be a con 
stant shifting. Will that be an 
absolute fundamental right?" 
Justice Joseph queried. Singhs 
answer was yes. 

"Unfortunately, in big cities, 
there is no slum development 
with proper transportation 
and hygienic facilities, he said 
while adding that this is a prob 
lem in the urban areas.

Soon after getting posses 
sion of the apartments in 
2011-12, the allottees point 
ed out several construc 
tion-related issues in the

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A 2022 study by IIT Del 
hi, commissioned by the 
DDA, stated that the build 
ings were "structurally un 
safe" and must be vacated 
and "dismantled as soon as

loss of life". In January this 
year, Lieutenant-Governor 
V.K. Saxena ordered the 
DDA to redevelop the en 
tire property and rehabili 
tate the residents. 

Criminal proceedings 
He also ordered criminal 
proceedings against the 
contractors and agencies 
involved in the construC 
tion and a vigilance inquiry 
to identify the officials res 
ponsible for the lapses. 

As part of the rehabilita 
tion package, the residents 
say, they were offered 
three choices by the urban 
body - sell their flat back 
to DDA, get monthly rent 
till the redevelopment is 

Concluded or accept alter 
native flats in DDA's other 
housing projects. 

However, the residents 
are yet to move out of the 

unsafe buildings. This is 
because the DDA offered to 
buy back the flats at prices 
much lower than the mar 
ket rates, residents say, ad 
ding that the monthly rents 
offered by the urban body 
were also below par. 

"The DDA also offered 
us alternative flats, but on 
Iy in its housing colonies in 
Dwarka, Narela and Jasola. 
Howeve, there are other 
issued with the inventory 
in these areas due to which 
those flats have remained 
unsold or been returned 
by the allottees," said Mr. 
Pandey. 

Amarendra Kumar, who 
heads the RWA, noted that 
the IIT-D report was not 
the first to highlight that 
the buildings here were un 
safe. He said such issues 
were also highlighted in a 
2015 report by the National 

Council for Cement and 
Building Materials. 

Want to move out 
Mr. Chaudhary said that 
the residents want to move 
out of the apartmnent com 
plex as the condition of the 
buildings is expected to de 
teriorate during the com 
ing monsoon. We are 
thankful to the L-G for his 
intervention, but the DDA 
is still reluctant to act 
quickly. So, we want to 
move out, but not without 
a plan and a written agree 
ment," he said. 

He added that the urban 
body had collected mainte 
nance charges, close to ¿7 
lakh per flat, for 30 years 
from the residents at the 
time of the allotment. 

When reached, the DDA 
and Raj Niwas did not offer 
a comment.
