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UD dept seeks info
on 82 slum clusters
gone ‘missing’ in city

New Delhi: The urban deve-
lopment (UD) department
has asked the Delhi Urban
Shelter Improvement Board
(DUSIB) to submit details to
the minister of the 82 new
slum clusters it had identified
for rehabilitation. However,
according to UD officials,
the shelter board has so far
beenunabletotracethefilere-
lated to the matter.

Last month, DUSIB had told
Delhi high court that after iden-
tification of the slum clusters,
ithe list was even put on the web-
siite briefly but later removed.

Officialssaid the UDdepart-
rnent, which is the administra-
tive wing of DUSIB, has asked
thelatter tosubmittheentirefi-
le related to the identification
of” the additional slum clusters
and the surveys conducted by it
to ascertain when people had

started living in the area.

“Nobody in the govern-
ment is aware how and when
these slums were identified

and surveyed. There is no re-
cord to show if this list of 82
slums was ever presented in
the board meeting and its app-
roval was taken by DUSIB to
put up the list on the website,”
said a UD department official.
“DUSIB officials have so far
said they havenotbeenabletolo-
cate the file,” the official added.
As per records, there are
675 identified slum clusters
in the Capital, of which 376
are located on land parcels
belonging to various central
government agencies, such
as DDA and railways, while
the remaining have come
up on land under the jurisdic-
tion of various Delhi govern-

mentdepartments.

Asperthe government'sre-
habilitation policy, no identifi-
ed slum cluster that came up
before January 1, 2006 can be
demolished without an in-situ
redevelopment plan.

Delhi government came to
know about the list of 82 slums
recently whenresidents of Go-
siva Colony, a cluster near
Mehrauli, filed a plea in HC fe-
aring removal by DDA. The
authority contended that ima-

The petitioners, however,
submittedalistof 82slums, in-
cluding Gosiya Colony, which
had been posted on DUSIB’s
website but was later removed.

“DUSIB had asked its engi-
neering wing about the list. It
was apparently told that the
list was prepared on the basis
of some ground reports as
well as feedback from the con-
cernedarea MLAs," said anot-
her official.

“Italsoadded that since the
list was not verified and appro-
ved by the top officials and the
board, it was removed fromthe
website,” the official added.

Kejriwal asks for

New Delhi: Chief minister
Arvind Kejriwal held a mee-
ting with Delhi Jal Board
(DJB) officials on Monday
and directed them tosend dai-
ly reports on water availabili-
ty to him for monitoring.

The chief minister also
reviewed the financial model
of the RO plants and instruc-
ted that a corruption-free sy-
stem be put in place.

New Delhi: [n a move that may
further improve ‘night life’ in
Delhi, lieutenant governor VK
Saxenaon Monday gave hisapp-
roval to allow 55 establishments
tooperate on a 24x7 basis.

Located in different parts
of the city, these establish-
ments are engaged in various
commercial activities such as
e-commerce outlets, and retail
garment and accessories busi-
nesses. The proposal to allow
thesebusinesses work 24x7 was
moved by the labour depart-
ment and endorsed bv chief mi-
nister Arvind Kejriwal.

The LG had, in Oectober
2022, given approval to let 314
commercial establishments,
including hotels, eateries, onli-
ne food delivery and pharmaci-
es, work round the clock.

Officialsclaimedsomeof the
applications had been pending
for several months. These busi-
nesses have been exempted from
sections 14, 15and 16 of the Delhi
Shops and Establishments Act,
1954, which deal in “working ho-
urs” and “weekly off™.

Earlier. Saxena had flagged
“unprofessional attitude and
lack of due diligence” by the la-
bour department. “Following
these observations, the depart-
ment has taken several correcti-
ve steps. To ensure transparent
and effective monitoring, an on-
line system has been developed

New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) may
start allotting EWS flats built
for the residents of Jailorwala
Bagh slum cluster in north
Delhifrom Junethis year.

Lieutenant governor VK
Saxena on Tuesday visited the
multi-storeyed housing pro-
ject to review its progress. He
found that the work was 95%
complete and the flats are
likely to be ready by May.

Saxena also visited Vaisha-
navi, an upcoming nursery-
cum-park, in the neighbou-
ring Ashok ViharIl and
reviewed its progress.

Built for in situ rehabilita-
tion for theresidentsof Jailor-
wala Bagh slums, the 14-storey
housing project — having 1,675
flats — is earthquake-resis-
tant and is replete yith all mo-
dern facilities, according to
the officials.

While 1,083 flats will be al-
lottedto theresidentsof Jailar-
wala Bagh slum, theremaining
582 will be handed over to bene-
ficiaries from other areas.

Accordingtoofficials, DDA
had last year allotted similar
flats in Kalkaji under ‘Jahan
Jhuggi Wahin Makaan' sche-
me, which was a first of its
kind project in the capital.
“The flats in Jailorwala Bagh
will alsogoalong way in fulfil-
ling the Prime Minister’s in-
clusive vision of adignified li-
fe to the poorest of the poor,”
said a Raj Niwas official.

With an area of 340 square
feet, each of these flats have
a bedroom, a living room, a
kitchen, separate toilet and
bathroomandabalcony. “Whi-
lethe total residential built-up
area of the project is approxi-
mately 67,000 square metre,
the covered area for communi-
ty facilities is nearly 1000sqm.
[t also has a provision for par-

king of 337 vehicles,” said
another official.

The LG also reviewed the
progress of Vaishnavi nurse-
ry-cum-park, which is adja-
cent to these flats. Officials
said the world-class nursery
will prove a boon to nearly

10,000 residents of Jailorwala
Bagh flats and also of resi-
dential colonies in neighbou-
ring areas. The project conso-
lidates seven fragmented gre-
en pockets to develop one lar-
ge park of approximately 33
acres. The foundation of the

park was laid by Saxena on
December 29, last year.

“The project proposes to
devplopanenwmnmentalas
set in the form of a public
park. [t will act like an integ-
rated centre where city dwel-
lersand tourists will be provi-
ded with hands-on opportu-
nity to interact with nature
through connected activities
of plant nursery, vermi-com-
posting, apiculture, pottery
and hydroponic farming.

“The central area has
been designed as a public
park with subtle introduc-
tion to mythological tree spe-
cies in the main space along
with interactive sculptures
and a multi-purpose ground.
There will be a standing res-
taurant within this space,
which will operate after park
timings. An independent
approach will connect the
restaurant area to the park.”
theofficial added.

Strung out: Dec deadline for Kathputh Colony

New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) has set
a new deadline of December
this year for completion of
flats developed under its first
in situ slum redevelopment
project at Kathputli Colony.
The construction work in so-
me towers is either completed
or on the verge of completion,
officials said.

“Besides completing the
construction work, the con-
cessionaire needs to obtain an
NoC for fire safety and get
other mandatory clearances.
These flats, which are in mul-
ti-storey buildings, can be al-
lotted only after everything is
in place, such as electricity
and water supply connec-
tion,” said a DDA official.

After the construction
work is completed, a compute-
rised draw of lots will be done

and DDA will send a demand
letter to the allottees asking
them to submit Rs 1.25 lakh as
symbolic amount. “We are ex-
pecting the concessionaire to
provide the first lot of 700flats
on priority and sconafter that,
the allocation process will
start,” said the official.

The one-bedroom flats
are being developed on a pub-
lic-private partnership basis
and in 2022, the authority
decided to hand over the
first batch of 700 flats by
September but couldn’t meet
the deadline. “There were
some disputes over the
payment, so progress on the
project had slowed down. Now,
the project has picked up the
pace. While the eligibility of
beneficiaries was verified long
back, those living in slumsand
willing to shift to DDA flats in
Narela have been allotted ac-
commodations provisionally,”

said the official.

The tender inquiry for the
project was floated in 2008 and
work was awarded to Raheja
Developers in August 2009.
As part of the redevelopment

project, 2,800 flats in 14-storey
towers havetobegiventoslum
dwellers who were living
in the area for nearly 40 years.
The average size of each flat
is 37sq metre.

In lieu of constructing the
EWS houses. the developer
will be entitled to build and
dispose of some freehold HIG
flats and commercial built-up
areaequivalentto10% of EWS
floor area ratio on leasehold
basis. “DDA has not spent a
single penny and just moneti-
sed the land,” said the official.
The total area of the redevelo-
ped site is 5.2 hectare and of
this, 3.4 hectare is being used
for residential development.

Apartfromanamphitheat-
re, the complex will also have
an exhibition museum to
showcasethecraftof Kathput-
li Colony residents who are
primarily artistes, including
puppeteers, magicians, sing-
ers. Besides, a multipurpose
hall, health centre, children's
play area, retail outlets, police
post, religious site, area for

Own On Prohibited River Ground

DDA Denies Giving Permission, But Says Multiple Ownership A Problem

New Delhi: Last Friday and
on Monday, the cricket ground
was abuzz with players don-
ning all whites batting, bow-
ling and fielding on a manicu-
red field barricaded allaround
by green netting. People sit-
ting on temporary stands wat-
ched the players, applauded at
times and commented on the
play. A riverside cricket gro-
und always recalls the roman-
ce of the gentleman's game,
but all this was happening on
the Yamuna floodplain adja-
cent to the DND Flyway oppo-
site Mayur Vihar Phase I, a
prohibited zone.

Leaving Delhi Develop-
ment Authority on the back
foot, there were banners of a
private cricket academy at
several points around the
ground, indicatingatraining
centre was behind the
action. Asked about the lega-
lity of a sports institution on
river land where construc-
tion is banned, a member of
the Eklavya Cricket ground
claimed to have received
permission from DDA to ope-
rate the centre.

The land-owning authori-
ty, however, denied giving
anyone any permission for
such an institution. But even
as far back as in November
2018, TOI had written about a
cricket academy and ground
in the restricted zone. As
then, on Monday too, there
were boards proclaiming
the land as DDA's thqugh an
official added that this parti-
cular portion of the floodpla-
in belonged to multiple agen-
cies. including the UP go-
vernment irrigation depart-
ment and some private

could not demarcate the site.

Claiming that the agency
would “act soon" on the ille-
galuseof theland,a DDA offi-
cial said, “The restoration on
the floodplain is yet to begin
in this area because we lack-
ed clarity on the portion of

the riverine expanse belong-
ing to us. Encroachment is a
big problem on Yamuna land
and we are taking several
steps every week to curb it.
On this particular site, regu-
lar action will be taken once
we start the redevelopment
and demarcation work.”

The ground is located on
land where not only farming
and construction, but even
compacting of the ground is
prohibited by law. The gro-
und has been created after le-
velling and tamping the une-
ven land. A pitch roller and
lawn mower apparently keep

the ground in shape. A ma-
keshift pavilion and lunch
stallsadorn thesides.

A huge poster of Eklavya
Cricket Ground has the
mobile number of the mana-
geremblazoned on it. Ground
manager Vipin Sharma told
TOIthattheacademy trained
youngsters aged above
six years from 3pm to 6 pm,
while a tournament was of-
ten played on the ground in
the afternoons. "We charge
Rs 4,500 per match without
the use of a cricket kit. If we
provide the stumps and the
gear, the rate is Rs 6,000," in-
formed Sharma.

Sumit Gupta, at the gro-
und to play a match. claimed
he wasn't aware of the guide-
lines regarding the usage of
the Yamuna floodplain.
“If anyone tells us to stop pla-
ving, we won't," he proclai-
med. Players pleaded that
there were no open expanses
for sports in the neighbour-
hoods so they had to come
tothis place.

To reach the cricket gro-
und, people take a narrow, un-
paved lane from the point whe-
re DND ends opposite Mayur
Vihar, going past slum shacks
and the Delhi-Meerut const-
ruction site. The security gu-
ards posted at the entrance to
the floodplain area admitted
that a cricket academy was
running there for months, but
didn't have knowledge about
whether they had the permis-
sion to operate.

DDA officials did point
out that redevelopment and
restoration of the river land
incorporated playing areas
for children as a green activi-
ty. “Here too, we might deve-
lop a playing area for Kids,"
said one of them.

At a review meeting, he
also asked DJB officials to
prepare a comprehensive
plan to reuse treated sew-
age and quickly dispose of
pending cases on installa-
tion of borewells and re-

After the CM stressed on
increasing the capacitly of
all sewage treatment plants
(STPs), the officials assured
him that the total capacity
would be increased to 950
million gallons per day by

" Th): DIB has already
made a plan to reuse treat-
ed sewage from STPs, the
officials added.

Most of the sewage gen-
erated in Delhi flows into
the Yamuna, becoming a
major cause of pollution. At
present, 33% of Delhi’s sew-
age is not treated.

Mr. Kejriwal asked that
measures be taken to en-
sure that 100% of the treat-
ed water is utilised.

He also directed that

NEW DELHI: The DJB will set
up 500 RO plants and tube wells
in water-scarce areas, includ-
ing unauthorised colonies, CM
Arvind Kejriwal announced
while adding that he will per-
sonally monitor and oversee the
availability and distribution of
water in the city. This initiative
aims to conserve water by pre-
venting wastage and ensuring
that clean and sufficient drinking
water is provided to the people.
The CM directed officers to
ensure early disposal of pending
land cases for installing tube-
wells and RO plants. The offi-
cials informed that land had
been received from some depart-
ments while negotiations were
underway with the remaining
departments. The Chief Minister
directed the officials to settle all
the pending land cases within a
fixed time limit.
The DDA was also instructed
to expedite pending permissions

for water bodies and lakes, Large
reverse osmosis plants will be
set up wherever tube wells and
lakes are present, and small RO
plants, also known as commu-
nity RO plants, will be set up as
required. The Board has iden-
tified 471 locations in the first
phase for installing small ROs,
while Kejriwal also reviewed
the financial model of the RO
plantsand instructed that a cor-
ruption-free system be put in
place. He has also sought a plan
to use every drop of treated STP
water of STPs from DJB.
