New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority opened regi-
stration on Thursday for buy-
ers of premium flats to be sold
through onlineauction. Under
the Diwali Special Housing
Scheme 2023, there are 2,093
middle-income, high-income,
super high-income group flats
and penthouse on sale in so-
uthwest Delhi’s Dwarka Sec-
tor 19B and Sector 14 and west
Delhi’s Loknayak Puram.

Therearel70super HIG and
946 HIG flats and 14 penthouses
in Dwarka 19B, 316 MIG flats in
Dwarka Sector 14 and 647 MIG
flats in Lok nayak Puram. For a
penthouse, the tentative reser-
vepriceis Rs5crore, forasuper
HIG flat Rs 2.5 crore, for HIG Rs
2.1 crore and for a MIG flat, Rs
1.2-1.4crorein Dwarkaand Rs1-
1.2 crore in Loknayak Puram.
The last date for online regi-
stration is December 29.

There were 500 registra-
tions on the first day on
Thursday. “There are alrea-
dy curious visitors comingin
large numbers to check the
flats at the gated colony in
Dwarka 19B. The bidders are
free to carry out field inspec-
tions,” said a DDA official.

Registration requires a
non-adjustable, non-refundab-
le amount of Rs 2,500. Then, to
participate in the bidding pro-
cess, theonline earnest money
deposit is Rs 10 lakh for MIG
flats, Rs 15 lakh for HIG, Rs 20
lakh for super HIG and Rs 25
lakh for penthouses.

Till November 23, under
the previous housing scheme
(PhaselV),atleast15,000 regi-
strations were received for
the 6,070 flats offered, of
which over 2,300 flats have fo-
und buyers so far. To avoid
confusion, the registration
for this scheme has been put
on hold right now.

ADDA official said at thelie-
utenant governor’s instance,

New Delhi: Delhi government is likely to
open a new old-age home in west Delhi’s
Paschim Viharsoon, taking the total num-
ber of such facilities in the capital to four:
Officials said the construction of thefi-
ve-storeyed geriatric care building is
complete and final touches are being given
tothecentre. Thenewresidential homefor
the city’s elderly living the lives of destitu-
te will be able to accommodate 96 persons.
Delhi government’s social welfare
department currently operates old age
homes in Bindapur, Wazirpur and Kanti
Nagar while eight others, including the
one in Paschim Vihar, are at various sta-
ges of planning and construction.
According to officials, destitute men
and women above 60 years, who are
bona fide residents of Delhi and do
not have anyone to support them, are eli-
gible to stay in old age homes provided
they do not suffer from any infectious

kind of inconvenience

or communicable disease.

“Wearesettingupmore centres toen-
sure our elderly who do not have any
kind of supportliveapeacefullifeanddo
not face any kind of inconvenience. We
will make cutting edge facilities availab-
le free of cost to senior citizensatold age
homes,” Delhi social welfare minister
Raaj Kumar Anand said.

“Though we do not want anyone to
feeltheneed toshifttoanoldageresiden-
ce as the place cannot provide the
sense of belonging and safety found at
home, those who are forced to, should re-

ceive all the homelike facilities, as we fe-
elthe true measure of any society can be
found in how it cares for its elderly mem-
bers,” he added.

Anand said the government has plan-
nedthelocationof oldagehomesinsucha
way thatthey areevenly spread acrossthe
city. While the one at Paschim Vihar is ex-
pected to open within this month, const-
ruction of the Sarita Vihar home is going
on in full swing and may becomeready for
opening in the end of 2024 or early 2025.

The officials of social welfaredepart-
ment said they will soon have a meeting
withthepublicworksdepartment where
a powerpoint presentation on the con-
cept for Vasant Kunj, Janakpuri, Rohini
and Geeta Colony would be made. These
homeswouldtakealittleoverayeartobe
built from the date construction begins.

Few takers for DDA luxury
flats, 500 register on Day |

NEW DELHI: Registrations for
the new luxury apartments
offered by Delhi Development
Authority (DDA) found few tak-
ers on the first day, with only
500 people signing up for the
1,130 flats — HIG, super HIG,
and penthouses — on offer.

LIG apartments and those
reserved for the economically
weaker section (EWS) category
' did not fare much better, with
DDA receiving only 7,739 regis-
trations for the 27,000 flats --
mostly located in Narela - since
the online portal opened on
- November 24.
- The luxury houses will be
allotted through an e-auction,
while the other flats are allotted
on a first-come-first-serve basis,
officials said, The last date of
registration is December 29 and
e-auctions will begin in phases
from January 5,

The 14 penthouses come with
a reserve price of Rs 5 crore —
the highest price at which DDA

- has launched any residential

property in the city — while the
reserve price for the 170 Super
HIG flats is around 2.5 crore,
and that for 946 HIG flats is 1.4
crore. A prospective buyer of
these luxury flats will have to
deposit %25 lakh for the pent-
houses, 320 lakh for Super HIG,
and 15 lakh for HIG flats.

These apartments are part of
what DDA is billing as a luxury
society in Dwarka Sector 19B —
around 13km from the Indira
Gandhi International (IGI) air-
port — and will be ready to
move in by December-end or
January, officials said.

“This is our premium scheme
that had several queries before-
hand and many people waiting
for it, However, serious registra-
tions take a few days as the
deposit amount is also high, We
are expecting better response in
the coming days, Overall, we
have seen a much better
response to our residential
schemes this year, compared to
the last few years,” said a DDA
official,

DDA officials said that imme-
diately preceding the opening of

the current scheme, around
20,000 probable buyers signed
up, adding that 83% of the regis-
trations have converted into
actual sales.

Since 2014, DDA schemes
have received a poor response,
and during the last financial
year, the authority announced
losses amounting to over
18,000 crore, mostly due to an
unsold inventory of around
40,000 flats, most of which are
located in Narela.

On Thursday, officials from
the lieutenant governor's office
said the LG has taken several
decisions to ensure that DDA'’s
unsold inventory is cleared.

"Relaxing the eligibility and
other norms to allow ownership
of more than one flat in Delhi,
coupled with an aggressive out-
reach campaign, seem to have
made a substantial difference.
DDA, that has been burdened
with an unsustainable inven-.
tory of unsold houses, finally
appears to be taking a turn as
far as sale of houses iIs con-
cerned,” said an official from
the LG's office,

Work on 30-acre garden, museum

THE GOVERNMENT'S plan to set
up the Nav Bharat Udyan (New
India Garden), a 30-acre campus
of gardens, a museum and pub-
lic spaces along the Yamuna near
Purana Qila, is likely to kick off
soon, according to sources.
Proposed as a part of the
Central Vistaredevelopment plan
in 2019, the garden will be located
behind Purana Qila, near Pragati
Maidan. The location i1s in a
straight line from the Central
Vista, which is the stretch from
Rashtrapati Bhawan to India Gate,
marking a notional extension of
the Central Vista, as per the plan.
The Central Public Works
Department (CPWD) on
November 24 floated a tender
for Rs 35.08 crore for Phase I of
the project. The bidding would
be open till December 9 and the
successful bidder would have 6
months to complete the project,
as per the tender document.
Phase one includes construc-
tion of minor bridges over the
existing drain, internal roads,
surface parking, laying of foun-
dation and stone-base pedestal,
water supply and drainage,

An open-air theatre for
performing arts, along withawa-
ter feature depicting the Namami
Gange Mission would be located
on one side of the garden, as per
the plan.

“A  contemporary Tech
Museumis envisioned in the Nav
Bharat Udyan; that will be a pre-
miere exhibition space focusing
ondisseminating informationon
achievements of the nation using
the latest technology. The objec-
tive of the museum is to provide
visitors a better understanding
and to create a sense of pride
amongst them about the achieve-
ments of our nation in various
fields,” the tender document said.

The museum would use 3D
mapping, touch-enabled dis-

plays, projections and holo-
grams, as well as conventional
exhibits, the tender said.

The Delhi Development
Authority (DDA) has re-
ceived 7,739 applications
for flat bookings within six
days of launching its ‘Diwa-
li Special Housing Scheme
2023’, said sources.

The DDA’s latest first-
come-first-serve scheme
opened for registrations on
November 24, with over
30,000 flats on offer across
locations, including Dwar-
ka, Lok Nayak Puram, and
Narela. The flats, priced ac-
cording to income catego-
ries, start at 11 lakh and go
up toX1.7 crore. The major-
ity — 19,996 flats — are ear-
marked for lower-income
groups (LIG), while 7,436
are set aside for the eco-
nomically weaker sections
(EWS). As many as 1,976

. flats are for middle-income

groups (MIG) and 1,184 for

high-income groups (HIG).
The scheme has been
dubbed a success so far, as

per DDA officials.

Unsold flats
However, Narela, a sub-ci-

- ty in north Delhi, has been

a hub of unsold inventory
for the urban body, with as
many as 50,000 flats lying
vacant. DDA sources have
cited high prices, a lack of
security, health infrastruc-
ture, and basic civic amen-
ities as factors behind the
decline in people register-
ing for DDA housing
schemes.

Last year, the civic body
pushed to boost these
schemes by relaxing
norms around the pur-
chase of flats and an ag-
gressive outreach
campaign.

One of the factors keep-
ing buyers away, a DDA of-

ficial said, was the criteria
that rendered any person
already owning property
in the Capital ineligible to
buy a DDA house. This res-
triction was removed in
2022. To further encourage
sales, the urban body has
also permitted prospective
buyers to visit the site be-
fore choosing a property
and made it possible for
buyers to amalgamate two
neighbouring flats into a
single unit. This overhaul
of existing norms, the offi-

cial said, has paid divi-
dends.

L-G leads the change
Lieutenant-Governor V.K.
Saxena has pushed for an
improvement in not only
residential facilities but
surrounding areas as well,
with newly built elevators,
parks, and playgrounds in
the residential complexes
adding to the incentives of
purchasing a flat, said the
official.

“The DDA has been bur-
dened with an unsustaina-
ble inventory of unsold
houses, but that finally ap-
pears to be taking a turn,”
the official added. |

On November 29, the
DDA, on the L-G’s direc-
tion, identified 50,000
acres of land in Narela for
the development of an in-
ternational cricket stadinm
and a five-star hotel. The
urban body is also drawing
up plans to improve ¢on-
nectivity to the sub-city |
with the possible extension |
of a Delhi Metro line.
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
