The order, said officials, 
had an immediate impact on 
sale and purchase of built-up 
properties in unauthorised, 
reguJarised, and planned lo-
calities. The 29 sub-regist-
rars and joint sub-registrars 
refused to accept sale deeds 
from buyers for their regi-
stration and sought clarity 
from the divisional commis-
sioner on the issue. 

Though the order largely 
affected the transaction of 
builder flats and floors, sour-
cessaldtheregistrationof sa-
le deeds of all kinds of pro-
perties came to a screeching 
halt after the RERA order.

New Delhi: Lieutenant go-
vernor VK Saxena on Tues-
day flagged off the Viksit 
Bharat Sankalp Yatra in the 
presence of MPs and senior 
government officials in nort-
heastOelhi. 

Theyatra, started about fi-
ve mQnths before the general 
elections, aims to educate pe-
ople about schemes launched 
by the central government 
and how they can benefit 
from them. 

During the Delhi campa-
ign, which will cover over 600 
locations in 11 districts, infor-
mation, education and com-
munication vans will travel to 
rural and urban areas to pro-
mote schemes such as the 
Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana, 
Ujjwala Yojana, Ayushman 
Bharat, Pradhan Mantri Sva-
nidhi Yojana and the Garib 
Kalyan Yojana, among others. 

''The Centre has launched 
many welfare schemes to re-
ach out to thegeneral publicas 
well as marginalised commu-
nities under the leadership of 
PM Narendra Modi To~ 
minate information and crea-
te awareness about these initi-
ativesandmakethembenefici-
aries too, the PM launched the 
yatra on November 15 in 
Jharkhand. Now, we will pro-
motethese initiatives in Delhi, 
hold direct dialogue with peo-
ple and help them get the bene-
fits," the LG told the aowd at 
Khajoori Khas. 

He said camps would be 
organisedtoreachouttopeo-
ple in far-flung areas. "Peo-
ple will be able to get their 
Aadhaar updated and get en-
rolled under schemes after 
submitting minimum docu-
ments ... ," the LG said. These

The LG, along with MPs 
and senior officials, took a 
ViksitBharatSankalppledge. 

'½.s India is aiming to be-
come a developed country by 
2047, we want the common 
man to know how the govern-
ment functions and how they 
can be associated and become 
apart in the development pro-
cess," Manoj Tiwari, the MP 
from northeast Delhi, said. 

"This yatra is an opportu-
nity to bring people closer to 
government programmes. In 
2014, when NarendraModi to-
oktheoathasPM,India'seco-
nomy was in the 14th position 
in the world and today it has 
jumped to the fifth place. The 
objective of the yatra is to not 
only disseminate informa-
tion but also to learn from ci-
tizens' experiences," he said. 

Highlighting the develop-
ment work done in northeast 
Delhi, Tiwari said that the ele-
vated crossing on the PustaRo-
ad will become operational in 
February. "Earlier, we did not 
have a single central school in 
northeast Delhi, but now a bu-
ilding has been constructed 

for one school which will beco-
me operational anytime soon 
and permission for three more 
schools has been granted. We 
are thankful to the DOA for al-
locating land for the project at 
a subsidised rate. The Yamuna 
riverfront has seen major reju-
venation with theetrortsof the 
LG, who is frequently visiting 
the place. We have a passport 
office in Yamuna Vlhar and ef-
forts are on to make a proper 
station at the Saboli railway 
halting point," he said. 

At the event, organised by 
Delhi Development Authori-
ty, kiosks or DOA, banks, pos-
tal department, UIDAI and 
the Union petroleum and na-
tural gas ministry were set 
up, highlighting government 
schemes: ODA vice-chair-
man Subhasish Panda said 
the authority was making all 
effort to rajse awareness 
through outreach.

Delhi min slams Centre 
over demolition of 

houses in slum cluster

NEW DELHI: Delhi Urban 
Development Minister Saurabh 
Bharadwaj slammed the Centre 
on Tuesday over the demoli-
tion of houses at a slum clus-
ter located between the Sunder 
Nursery and Delhi Public 
School, Mathura Road. 

Bharadwaj alleged that 
through its Land And Devel-
opment Office (LNDO) 
department, th!! Bharatiya 
Janata Party-led Centre took a 
"cruel stand" in the high court 
to demolish the slums and 
that the Delhi Development 
Authority (DOA) was "duty-
bound to rehabilitate" the poor 
people before their houses were 
demolished. 

The slum cluster, inhabited 
by about l,0OOto !,SOOpeople, 
most of whom work as ragpick-
,ers, street hawkers, domestic 
ihelps, labourers and small-scale 
traders, was demolished in a 
drive following a court order 
last week. 'According to the law, 
the central government's ODA 
was duty-bound to rehabili-
tate these poor people before 
the demolition of their homes.

'No government can 
be as inhuman as

Even though the high court had 
provided the relief in view of 
the Graded Response Action 
Plan-3, the Centre provided 
special permission to demol-
ish their homes in the winter. 
It is shocking that the Centre 
did not think about these poor 
families, their children and the 
elderly. Bharadwaj said 

'No government can be as 
inhuman as the Centre. One 
can imagine the condition of 
these families, who will now 
have to live on the roads, with-
out even a roof on their heads; 
the Aam Aadrni Party (AAP) 
leader added 
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
