New Delhi: Guru Gobind
Singh Indraprastha Universi-
ty, Dwarka, will start the onli-
ne admission process for the
academic session 2024-25 on
Feb 1. The university has rele-
ased three separateadmission
brochures for UG, PG, and
PhD programmes at a func-
tion organised at India Inter-
national Centre on Monday:
Releasing the admission
brochures,. vice chancellor
Mahesh Verma said, “The on-
line application portal, ex-
ceptforthenewprogrammes-
,will be started on Feb1.”
The online application
process for new programmes
will begin on Feb 7. The last

date to apply for all the pro-

grammesis March 31.

“To widen the ambit of le-
arning, the university hasset
up a Centre for Distance and
Online Learning. A chair has
also been established on the
campus with the help of Qua-
lity Control of India. We have
introduced 57 new program-
mes in the last couple of ye-
ars,” the VC added.

On the proposed third
campus at Narela, the VC sa-
id, “We have already received
a provisional allotment letter
of around 22 acres of DDA
land and 160 flats in Educa-
tion City in Narela to develop
the campus. We are toying
with the ideaof startingscho-
ols of medical sciences, agro-
nomy, film-making, human
resource development, social

responsibilities, etc.”

The university is going to
increase around 1,100 seats in
campusschools withtheintro-
duction of new programmes,
The university isalso introdu-
cing new certificate courses,

The Director (Admis-
sions)of the university, Uday-
an Ghose, informed that co-
unselling for the manage-
ment programme on the basis
of CAT and CMAT and the
law programme on the basis
of CLAT will start in April.
All the common entrance
tests will be conducted offline
from April 27 to May 12. Coun-
selling for other programmes
will start in the first week of
Juneand will be completed by
July 31 and the new academic
session will starton Augl.
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HC pulls u;;f)DA
for non-compliance
‘with fencing order

New Delhi: Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) came
under firefrom the high court
on Monday for failing to fence
itsland in Yamuna Pusta.

A bench of acting chief
justice Manmohan and justi-
ce Manmeet P S Arora took a
dim view of DDA’s inability to
fence all and under its posses-
sion in Yamuna Pusta.

“On fencing of land in Ya-
muna Pushta, our directions
arevery clear, Wedon't think
the court’s order can be more
categorical than this,” an ir-
ked bench told the counsel
for DDA.

Delhi High Court's com-
ments came when DDA clai-
med there was lack of clarity
on the court’s earlier order
over demarcationandfencing

. of land to free these of squat-

ters and encroachers. “Your
officers in DDA need to be vi-
gilant, youcan'tlet yourlands
be encroached. If govern-
ment land is getting encroa-

~ ched we will take action. We

want an affidavit since your
officers are not following or-
ders. Don’t take oral assuran-
ces, they (officers) are mislea-
ding the court. Let them give

an affidavit, if they have the

guts, that the court's orders
have been implemented,” the
bench told DDA's counsel.

Giving three weeks time to
the land owning authority, the
court made it clear that its or-
der passed in Nov last year
must be complied with. During
hearing of a PIL on encroach-
ment of DDA land, the court
had directed it to file an affida-
vit “clarifying that the entire
land belonging to it in Yamuna
Pusta is in its possession and
the same has been fenced.”

It was hearingapleabyan
NGO Manav Samaj Sudhar
Suraksha Sanstha seekingac-
tion against all unauthorised
and illegal construction/en-
croachment on a Iand in Ya-
muna Pusta (in Okhla area).
DDA had earlier told the court
it removed the encroachers
and took possession of the
land, prompting the court to
directittobefenced.

Interestingly, the high co-
urt had also turned itslenson
the petitioner NGO’s presi-
dent and directed DDA and
MCD to inspect his residence
in Jamia Nagar over allega-
tions of illegal construction.
Later, MCD found a few floors
of the building to have unaut-
horised construction and to-

ok actiononthematter.
