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NEW DELHI: The Delhi Develop-
ment Authority (DDA) has
finalised a plan for the land-
scaping and beautification of
Dwarka, along the lines of the
sprucing up of central Dethi and
the Lutyens's Zone carried out
in the run-up to the G20 Sum-
mit in September, officials
aware of the project said on
Wednesday.

As part of the project, the
officials said, the footpath along
an 8km stretch between the
Palam flyover and Yashob-
hoomi convention centre will
be revamped, and the planting
of trees and installation of foun-
tains and statues will be under-

taken.

The officials said that tenders
for the project will be floated
within the next 15 days, and are
expected to be awarded by the
end of December.

In October, Delhi lieutenant
governor (LG) VK Saxena had
visited Dwarka and the Yashob-
hoomi convention centre and
asked officials to take up beauti-
fication and road improvement
in the area. He had also asked
the private project developer,
DDA, Municipal Corporation of
Delhi (MCD) and Public Works
Department (PWD) to coordi-
nate and develop the area sur-
rounding Yashobhoomi on the
lines of Bharat Mandapam at

Pragati Maidan.
“As of now, apart from the
| landscaping work, we are also
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installing a fountain at the
intersection of sectors1and 7,
and we are installing statues at
five rotaries in different sectors.
Along the 8-km stretch, after
descending from the Palam fly-
over to Yashobhoomi, we plan
to install statues of Nandi. A dis-
cussion regarding this is still
going on,” said a DDA official,
declining to be named.

He also said that electric
poles across most of Dwarka
will also be replaced, though
that project will take a longer
time to implement..
