2025,” the submission stated.

Officials said the file for phase
one has been submitted to the
Delhi government. Earlier, in
February 2021, the department
had submitted a draft notifica-
tion for nearly 3,630 hectares of
the southern Ridge, but the final
file submitted on April 3
removed certain patches from
this phase.

The department will notify
around 1,500 hectares of land —
parts of which are tied up in liti-
gation — under phase two, while
the remaining land will be noti-
fied in phase three, the April 5
submission stated.

The submission was part of
an NGT hearing based on a plea

filed by Delhi resident Senya
Ghosh in 2015, seeking protec-
tion of Delhi's ridge areas.

In her petition, Ghosh had
sald large parts of Delhi's south-
emn ridge were encroached, lead-
ing to the NGT issuing directions
in 2017 for removal of encroach-
ments.

The Ridge in Delhi, spread
over an area of 7,800 hectares, is
an extension of the Aravallis and
it is divided into four distinct
zones —the northern Ridge (87
hectares), the central Ridge (864
hectares), the south-central

ridge (626 hectares), and the
southern Ridge (6,200 hectares).
Additionally, the Nanakpura
south central ridge is spread
over an area of seven hectares.

Bhavreen Kandharl, an envi-
ronmental activist said until the
total area of the Ridge is deflned,
it cannot be protected against
encroachments.

“Even now, the Ridge is not
fully protected, and while the
southern Ridge has been demar-
cated, the other Ridge areas In
Delhi are yet to be demarcated.

NEW DELHI: The Delhi Police
has arrested four sharp shoot-
ers of infamous gang Prince
Teotia Gang for a gang war
running in the area.

The accused were identi-
fied as Rakesh alias Raka (30),a
resident of Dakshinpuri, Delhi,
Hunny Rawat alias Badi Ankh
(28), a resident Sangam Vihar,
Delhi, Dilshad alias Golu (24)
and Rishu Prasad alias Monu
(25), both residents of Jahan-
girpuri, Delhi.

According to the police, the
arrested individuals, all hard-
ened criminals, were caught
with a cache of firearms and a

vehicle on BRT Road, Madan-

ir, following a well-coordi-
nated operation on the night
of April 3-4.

The accused have been
identified as Rakesh alias Raka,
a listed “Bad Character” (BC)
of PS Ambedkar Nagar; Hunny
Rawat alias Badi; Rishu Prasad
alias Monu; and Dilshad alias
Golu. Police recovered three
