During the inspection the Chief
Minister was not satisfied with the progress
of the desilting work of the drain near Tilak
Bridge and all concerned officials were
instructed to take immediate and effective
action 1o address the issue. These areas are
armoeng the top 10 waterlogging hotspots
for the past several years.

After the inspection, the chief minister
also held a meeting with all departments
concerned, including the Municipal
Corporation of Delhi [MCDJ. the New

pollution levels, which will include deployment of 1,000
water tankers with sprinklers, anti-smog guns on high-
rise buildings and CCTVs and LED screens on city bor-
ders to prevent entry of old vehicles. He said the roadmap
will outline the city’s strategy to fight pollution from 2025
to 2026. Sirsa said that one of the key goals is to bring PM2.5
levels down. '
“We are installing water mist systems at various
hotspots to clean the air and help particulate matter set-
tle down. This initiative has already shown success over
a 5-km stretch in Dwarka,” he said. The city Government
is now expanding the project to 13 identified hotspots
across the city. To intensify dust suppression, over 1,000
GPS-enabled water tankers with sprinklers will be
deployed. “These tankers will move to areas with high pol-

Jution levels, Their routes and performance will be mon-
itored in real time. Wherever AQI (Air Quality Index) rises,
tankers will be sent immediately,” he said.

The Minister said that monitoring will be increased at
all entry points to Delhi to curb entry of end-of-li_fe vehi-
cles, Cameras and LED screens will be installed in these
borders, displaying vehicle details. “Data is being collect-
ed, and based on it, vehicle owners will be sent automat-
ed messages informing them not to enter Delhi if their vehi-
cle s deemed illegal?” he said. Sirsa also said high-rise build-
ings will soon be required to install air- water guns. AQl
meters will be mandatory at all construction sites, he said.

“Everything will be automated and Al-driven. We are
building a monitoring station at the Secretariat so that pol-
lution data can be accessed and tracked live,” he said.

Manjinder Singh Sirsa on Friday

ordered a crackdown on illegal
meat shops and dhabas operating in res-
idential areas of the national capital,
directing officials to demolish such estab-
lishments and disconnect their water
and power supplies.

During an inspection in West Delhi’s
Rajouri Garden Assembly constituency,
Sirsa highlighted widespread civic viola-
tions and pollution concerns, stressing that
unauthorised commercial activities in
residential Jocalities will not be tolerated.

During the inspection, the Minister
observed that illegal and unlicensed raw
meat shops, dhabas, polluting tandoors,
illegal denim factories and dyeing units,

and other polluting industrial units oper-
ating in residential areas are significant
contributors to pollution.

He said thousands of illegal meat shops
and dhabas are operational in residential
areas, making life difficult for the city res-
idents. -These pose difficulties in the
movement of residents.

“In a single lane, there are over 40-50
ﬂleﬁal dhabas and meat shops running
without permission. These pose a serious
threat to public health and cause incon-
venience to residents,” said Sirsa, assert-
ing that no illegal establishment will be
spared. :

Sirsa asked officlals to take stern action,
stating, “Illegal activities will not be tol-
erated,” Officials were advised to close
down the illegal raw meat shops, dhabas
and illegal polluting establishments,

“Today, 1 have instructed the District
Commissioner and the Additional
Commissioner to take action and demol-
ish all these illegal dhabas. They will be
sealed, and their water and electricity con-
nections cut,” he said.

Sirsa said strict steps be taken to ensure
that such unlawful activities are complete-
ly stopped across the national capital. The
Minister observed that “meat shops must
operate with valid licences in designated

areas and maintain hygienic standards” .

Sirsa emphasised that meat shops must
be licensed, hygienic and confined to des-
ignated commercial zones. “Polluting
and illegal establishments cannot function
within residential colonies. This endan-
gers public health and the wellbeing of
area people,” he added.

Inspect waterlogging hotspots,

NEW DELHI: In a proactive
move ta prevent urban flood-
ng this monsoon, Chief Min-
ister Rekha Gupta on Friday
inspected several waterlogging-
prone locauons, including the
infamous Minto Bridge under-
pass, Ring Road near the WHO
office, and Pul Prahladpur near
Tughlakabad. The inspections
come as part of the Delhi gov-
Ermments mission to ensure a
“waterlogging-free capital”
Accompanied by Licntenant
Governor Vinai Kumar Sax-
ena and PWD and Flood Con-
trol minister Parvesh Verma,
CM Gupta reviewed ground-
level preparations and pledged
24/7 monitoring, automatic
pump installations, and stricter
accountability mechanisms.
At the Minto Bridge, a noto-
rious monsoon trouble spot,
Gupta pointed out the critical
need for uninterrupted water
drainage and real-time action
“We have come to Minto Bridge
to inspect the area where a

Later in the day, Gupta
chaired a high-level inter-agency
meeting with officials from the
Delhi Palice, NDMC, MCD,
NHAL DDA, PWD, and Flood
Control departments. The focus
of the meeting was threefold,
resolving waterlogging, easing
traffic congestion, and eliminat-
ing dark spots. Minister Parvesh
Verma, briefing the press after
the meeting, said, “Since the
formation of our government,
our CM has been consistently
holding meetings with all rele-
vant departments, including the
Delhi Police, DDAF MCD, and
PWD. Today, the primary focus
areas were waterlogging, traf-
fic congestion, and dark spots
across Delhi”

The munister disclosed that
in 2023, Delhi Police had iden-
tified 308 waterlogging hotspats
across the city. This number
came down to 194 in 2024 due
toi improvements.

NEW DELHI: In a major push
for transparency in Delhi’s water
supply system, Chief Minis-
ter Rekha Gupta on Sunday
flagged off 1,111 GPS-enabled

‘water tankers from "DDA

Ground, Burari. The initiative
aims to bring real-time moni-
toring, eliminate tanker mafia
influence, and ensure efficient
water delivery to areas without
piped water. N\

“This is not just the launch
of a tanker service, but the
beginning of a new, transpar-
ent, and tech-enabled system
of water distribution,” said
CM Gupta at the ceremony,
flanked by Cabinet Minister
Parvesh Sahib Singh, Manjinder
Singh Sirsa, Kapil Mishra,
and Members of Parliament
including Manoj Tiwari and
Bansuri Swaraj.

With all tankers now fitted
with advanced GPS systems,
the Delhi Jal Board (D]B) will
monitor their movements 24x7
through a Central Control
Room in Jhandewalan. Citi-
zens will be able to track these
tankers, register complaints,
and follow up on resolutions
using the D]B mobile app. “The
common citizen will now be a
watchdog in this new transpar-
ent system,” Gupta stated.

Highlighting the allocation
of 29,000 crore in the ‘Viksit
Delhi Budget’ for clean water
and sanitation, the CM said,

Gupta criticized previous
administrations for their nepli-
gence, “Due to the apathy of the
previous government, Delhi’s

water supply had become dis-
organised, with the tanker mafia
tightening its grip over the sys-
tem,’ she said. “That situation
shall no longer persist.”

PWD Minister Parvesh

Verma echoed the commitment
to long-term reform, “Our long-
term plan is that every house in
Delhi gets water straight from
the tap so that the tanker system
can be gradually weaned off”
He added, “There was no man-
agement system for this earlier.
Now it will be completely moni-
tored through an app”

Sensors will be installed on
tankers to verify water unload-
ing and delivery data. “People
can track the location of the
tankers on their mobile phones
like we do on food delivery
apps, Verma said, noting the
leap in digital governance.

Delhi Minister Kapil Mishra
took a strong stand against the
tanker mafia, stating, “Jad se
samaapt kiya jayega; tanker
mafia agar hai bhi to wo Delhi
chhodkar chala jaaye” He
added, “This government has
taken this resolve to get rid of
the water issue... There is no
scope for corruption by tanker
maha” Gupta concluded the
event by urging public partici-
pation. “Every citizen should
become part of this mission.
Save water, don't hesitate to
report issues, and remember—
every drop counts”

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PWD begins work to

fix flooding woes at
Minto Road, Zakhira

New Delhi: Public Works De-
partment (PWD) has started
work on improving drainage
at two locations notorious for
flooding during the monsoon
season — the Minto Road and
Zakhira underpasses, offici-
als said on Wednesday. The
spots areamong Delhi’s top10
waterlogging-prone  areas
and have consistently troub-
led commuters in the past.

To tackle flooding near
Minto Bridge, PWD has initia-
ted the construetion of a new
drainage system with1,000mm
diameter to manage surplus
rainwater. The underground
drain, positioned at a depth of
3m, will stretch to BJP's natio-
nal headquarters situated on
Deen Dayal Upadhyaya Marg,
linking to a broader drainage
network, said a senior official.
At Zakhira, new additional
pumps will be installed along
_ withanewdrain, hesaid.

According to the official,
the project aims to facilitate
quicker and more effective
water drainage during inten-
serainfall. Hesaid the tender
process for the work at Minto
Bridge has commenced.

Officials said the depart-’

ment is increasing the eleva-
tion of pumps at underpasses
to ensure they function opti-
mally during heavy rainfall.
Earlier, equipment submer-
sion dueto intenserains would
result in significant flooding.
During the monsoon, the

Minto Road underpass beco-
mes inundated with water,
causing traffic bottlenecks.
Despite the recurring scenes
of stranded vehicles beneath
the Minto Road railway brid-
geeachseason, there hasbeen
no effective long-term solu-
tiontothepersistent problem.
PWD isresponsiblefor abo-
ut1,400km of drainpipesinthe
city In 2023, Delhi sawa signifi-
cant 49% rise in the number of
critical waterlogginglocations
compared to the previous year,
shows data provided by Delhi
Traffic Police to Delhi govt.
The past few years reveal
an upward trend. In 2020, the-
re were 136 such spots, which
increased to195in2021and 207
in 2022. Last year, the number
went up to 308. The impacted
locations come under the ju-
risdiction of various agenci-
es, including PWD, NDMC,
NHAIYIDA] DMRC and MCD.
In 2024, there were several
waterlogging incidents, inclu-
dingonein Old Rajendra Nagar
where three UPSC aspirantsdi-
ed after being trapped in theflo-
oded basement of a coaching

centre. Officials said to ensure ,

such a situation does not occur
this year, long-term measures,
with focus on enhancing tech-
nology for monitoring the drai-
nage system, resolving con-
flicts of multiple authorities,
finding permanent solutionsto
chronic waterlogging, remo-

ving encroachments, and effec-

tively managing C&D waste,
werealsobeing taken.

Ne\y Delhi: Thecity, withthe
aljr}val of summer, has seen
visits from several types of
birds that come here to breed
and live through the monso-
on, only tofly back with their
hatchlings as winter setsin.

“They want to come here

“In a single lane, there
are 40-50 illegal dhabas and
meat shops. These pose a se-
rious threat to public health
and cause inconvenience to
“residents,” Sirsa said. “I ha-
ve instructed the district
commissioner and the addi-
tional commissioner to take
immediate action. Such
units will be sealed and the-
{r utilities disconnected.”
The minister also sald
tandoors, dyeing units, de-
nim factories and other pol-
luting industrial activities
were operating illegally in
residential colonies, contri-
buting to environmental
degradation and affecting
the quality of life. “Thou-
sands of illegal meat shops
and dhabas have come up in
residential areas. They not

only cause pollution but al-
so lead to congestion and sa-
fety concerns, especially for
women and senior citizens.
This situation will not be al-
lowed to continue,” he said.
